TREASURER’S REPORT:
Due to the absence of Treasurer Watkins President Boihem presented the Financial Report for the month ending May 31, 2015. He reported that the total revenues were $20,480.97 and the total expenses were $20,693.81, leaving a negative net income of $212.84. Hearing no additions or deletions, a motion for approval of the May 31, 2015 financials, as presented, was made by Commissioner Drake and seconded by Commissioner Brumfield.  Motion passed. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. DOTD- Port Priority State Project: SPN 578-053-00113 (321)
    Bulkhead, Lay-down Area, and Dredging Project

Patrick Dufresne, port director, reported that Professional Construction Services, Inc., (PCS) was awarded the contract
at the May 12th meeting of the Commission as being the lowest qualified contractor for State Project No. 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322).  Since then a meeting was held with the contractor and ports engineer to go over the specifics and a schedule as to what and when the project will proceed.  The documentation process has started per DOTD rules and regulations. The Commission’s next step is approval of two formal resolutions as requested/required in order to proceed with the Louisiana Port Construction & Development Priority project process. A brief summary was also given on a follow-up meeting held pertaining to the Inter-governmental Agreement with Tangipahoa Parish for the L.R.A. Roadway Project at the Port Terminal. Basically it will follow the foundation work that will be included in the Bullhead grading project to be completed this summer.  This matter will be an agenda item once the parish roadway agreement is received. Essentially this work will take place at same time as the ports  on going roadway paving  project.
a) Resolution
Commissioner/Secretary Drake III introduced and presented a copy of a Resolution Certifying Compliance With The Public Bid Laws. 
It was moved by Commissioner Joubert seconded by Commissioner  Daniels II that the Commission adopt the  resolution Certifying Their Compliance with the Public Bid Laws in reference to State Project No. 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322) Port Improvements Shoreline Protection Dredging, Loading Dock and Laydown Yard at Port Manchac. In accordance with the current bid laws of the state of Louisiana and submitted to DOTD Certification of proof of publications, copy of bid proposals and bid bonds as submitted by each of the bidders, and bid tabulations . b)  Resolution
Commissioner/Secretary Drake III the following resolution in reference to authorization to the “Notice to Proceed”  document.
It was moved by Commissioner Joubert seconded by Commissioner Drake III that the Commission authorizes Patrick Dufresne, Port Director, to officially execute the “Notice to Proceed” document to Professional Construction Services, Inc. (PCS) relating to the Louisiana State Project SPN 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322)-Port Improvements Shoreline Protection Dredging, Loading Dock and Laydown Yard at Port Manchac.  The documents states that the project work will commence by June 15, 2015, with completion of all work to end by December 31, 2015. Motion passed. 2. Prospective Tenant (s) Project Research Update 
The port director reported that the continuation of marketing the Polymer Pellet and container trans-loading operations with CN and the Port of New Orleans remains on-going. Also two inquiries were received pertaining to petroleum base and trans-loading projects. A former inquiry for crude oil is now looking at a different operation based on the refineries on the river by-products.  The Commissioners were informed that the port’s marketing consultant ( Bill Poland) contract will end at the end of June.  
3.  Building # 3 –Addition Update
Notification was received from the State of Louisiana, Division of Administration, Facility Planning and Control, letter dated May 15, 2015, in reference to the Port Manchac Terminal Improvements, Planning and Construction FP&C Project No. 36-P33-12-01. A proposed 1st Amended Cooperative Endeavor Agreement document was enclosed reflecting the new line of Credit to be received/added to last year Capital Outlay package. The additional funding will help with the Building # 3 Addition and also the possibility of additional dredging of North Pass after the dredging work done in the harbor for 
The current project.  The Commission is very appreciative for the help and support given by Senator Bodi White and Representative Pugh on the port projects.  A resolution was requested by the port director acknowledging the acceptance of the additional Capital Outlay funding.
Secretary Drake III introduced the resolution for approval of proposed 1st Amended Cooperative Endeavor Agreement

It was moved by Commissioner Brumfield seconded by Commissioner Joubert that the Commission authorizes Patrick Dufresne, Port Director, to accept and approve the proposed 1st Amended Cooperative Endeavor Agreement between the State of Louisiana and South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission for FP&C Project No. 36-P33-12-01, for the Port Manchac Terminal Improvements, Planning and Construction project. All of the terms, condition and provisions of the prior Agreement (s), except as modified herein, in reference to an increase in, EXHIBIT A, the current State Funding in the Amendment of Agreement, ( Article VIII: Change Orders) shall remain the same and continue to be in full force and effect.
