1. DOTD – Port Priority State Project:  SPN 578-53-0012 (322)     (Amended)
a) Resolution
 Director Patrick Dufresne reported that the project is near completion and paper work from the port’s engineer is now being processed prior to receiving final payment from the LA Department of Transportation in regards to retainage payment.   The required documents needed, by the port/contractor, prior to DOTD releasing the retainage fee are the following: 1) operations manual for maintenance on constructed project and detailed, and 2) As- built, drawings for future reference on the constructed project and acceptance. A resolution was also requested by the port director pertaining to the final payment and acceptance prior to the September meeting of the Commission.
A resolution was introduced by Secretary Drake III in regards to the final payment/retainage fee.

(PCS), upon invoice review/approved from URS/AECOM relating to the LA State Project SPN 578-53-0012/H.003600 (322), - Phase II –Port Improvements Shoreline Protection Dredging, Loading Dock and Laydown Yard at Port Manchac. 2.  Prospective Tenant (s) Update 
Port director Patrick Dufresne reported on the continuation of the Port’s marketing program along with CN regarding the Polymer Pellet industry. We are nearing a meeting with, Polymer, a prospect that we have been discussing their interest in the past year. An update will be given at a later date. We had some interest from a barge company that started a new container on barge operation on the Mississippi River. They are looking towards developing an inland container terminal location. We will contact/follow up on this inquiry/interest and report back at the next meeting.

The port director gave an update informing the Commissioners that he had been meeting with the port’s project engineer regarding the design phase for (Project No. B-10-SP-LA-0320) the  Wooden Dock at Port Manchac.  lighting will also be accommodated in the design plans. Once, the final plans and specification are reviewed and approved we can proceed with the project moving forward for advertising for bids/request for proposals in September.
