APPROVAL OF MINUTES

TREASURER’S REPORT:
Commissioner/Treasurer Watkins presented the financials reports for the months of June and July, 2014. He reported that the June 2014 total revenues were $ 21,766.88 and the total expenses were $59,416.12 leaving a Negative Net Income of $37,649.24.  The month ending July, 2014 financial reported the total revenues were $38,107.91 and total expenses were $61,566.56 leaving a Negative Net Income of $23,448.65.  Ms. Barends addressed a line item in reference to insurance and gave an explanation from an accounting/audit review.  Hearing no additions or deletions, a motion for approval of the June, 2014 financials, as presented, was made by Commissioner Joubert and seconded by Commissioner Watkins. Motion passed. 1. DOTD – Port Priority State Project:  SPN 578-53-0012 (321)

      Bulkhead, Lay-down Area, and Dredging Project

Patrick Dufresne, port director, gave a brief summary on the status of the Bulkhead, Lay-down Area, and Dredging Project.  William Evans, with URS Engineering Firm was not available to present an update due to a schedule conflict. The following items were discussed:  final stages and latest version on the project, site grading of fill /soil analyses from Eutis Engineering Services, Capital Outlay funding, feedback from potential crude oil tenants in regards to 12’ draft, including a 12’draft revision same current permit application.  In conclusion the port director will research the dredging project further in regards to the depth in question and report his findings at the September meeting.
2. Prospective Tenant (s) Project Research Update
    a) Building # 2 Lease Agreement
The port director informed the Commission that with the help of aa CN marketing consultant, the Power Point Presentation will be very instrumental in our marketing research when targeting potential companies/ brokers that handle Polymer Pellet industries in conjunction with the port’s current stevedore Associated Terminals, who is currently leasing at Port Manchac on a month to month bases.. The marketing presentation will be distributed to companies and brokers who are interested in utilizing our facility for shipping this product in the near future.

4.  Rock Jetty Project Update

The port director gave an update reporting that now the Rock Jetty Project is now complete at the shore line, in preparation of storm events. This will allow the start of the grading portion of project which will be handle outside the bulkhead project.  Authorization was previously given to advertise this project upon receipt of the actual dirt fill grading scheduled for RFP advertisement in a week to ten days.

5. Crude Oil Consultant
The port director reported  that Bill Poland, Marketing Consultant, has been assisting the port with the distribution of the marketing presentation and has been receiving lots of feedback from domestic and Canadian potential customers for the port projects. Mr. Poland has been very instrumental in discussing/researching data relative to pipeline engineering and site visits as the marketing project progresses.  It was recommended, by the port director, that the Commission extend Mr. Poland’s agreement until the end of year.
It was moved by Commissioner Watkins and seconded by Commissioner Joubert that the Commission approve an extension to Mr. Poland contract/agreement, dated May 13, 2014 until the  December 31, 2014 on same pay schedule. Not to exceed $500.00 per month.  Motion passed. Yeas 4: Boihem, Drake, Joubert and Watkins  Nays: None   Absent:  1 Ferrara
6. Power Point Presentation Update
The port director reported since the distribution of the Power Point Presentation the Port has received a great deal of interest from potential crude oil prospects relative to the Tuscaloosa Marine Shale activity.  Mr. Poland gave a brief summary in regards to companies who have expressed an interest in the port’s presentation. In conclusion, other topics were discussed relative to water depth at terminal, Kinder-Morgan, trucking companies, pipeline, URS studies, site visits, shipping alternatives, possible drilling in St. Tammany and Washington Parishes, and other marketing developments. 
New Business:
1. STPPC By-Laws Revision/Amendment
    a) Resolution 
Commissioner Joubert introduced a resolution relative to the recommended additions to the South Tangipahoa Parish Port Commission By-Laws.
It was moved by Commissioner Drake, and seconded by Commissioner Watkins that the Commission accept By-Laws revision, as previously discussed, and approve the amendment, under Article XVI-Amendment of Bylaws, to include the “ Rules for Public Participation”, as presented, into the existing STPPC Policy and Procedure Manual and also add rules to the STPPC By-Law’s. The port director thanked Don Boihem, Ernie Drake, Bill Poland and Helen Muller for their help and assistance at the Annual Ponchatoula Chamber Business Expo. Condolence’s  were expressed to the family of former Commissioner Ms. Maxine Dixon, who recently passed away. An e-mail was sent to Commissioners regarding the Port’s Association of Louisiana up-coming Coastal Workshop at Port Fourchon on September 28th and 29th,  and it will  also involve a tour of the Port Fourchon facility. As members of the Gulf Port’s Association of America an invitation to attend their Fall Meeting to be held October 30, 2014 in Baton Rouge, La. . Commissioner’s wishing to attend these events should contact the office for registration. The director reported he will be attending the CPE Certified Port Executive Training Seminar that was previously cancelled in March, 2014, due to a schedule conflict.  The re-scheduled date will be from September 8th to 12th, and will interfere with the date of the next Commission meeting in  September.  Also discussed was the re-scheduling of the September meeting.
It was moved by Commissioner Joubert, seconded by Commission Watkins that the Commission, due to the absence of the port director who will be attending the CPE Program the week of September 8th-12, approves re-scheduling its September meeting date, from September 8, 2014 to Tuesday, September 16, 2014 at 12:00 noon. Commissioner Joubert expressed appreciation for the interest, help, industry knowledge and involvement that Bill Poland, Marketing Consultant, had shown in representing the port’s future 

endeavors in the economic development relating to the crude oil activity.
President Boihem thanked SEU and everyone involved for their support, time and attendance at the meetings.   Also, he mentioned a request for a state lighting project,  that the Commission should consider.  Preparation for a resolution to be presented, to LADOTD, and approved at the next STPPC meeting in regards to the policy and procedures for the requested lighting mentioned.
