	The Vidalia Port Commission met in regular session on Thursday, 9 July, 2015 at 8:30 A.M. in the Port Commission office at 1401 Carter Street.
	Freddy Marks, Secretary-Treasurer was present.  Tanya Richardson, President, and David Yates, Vice President were present by proxy.  Commissioners Brannon Arthur, Randy Maxwell and Richard Young were present. Commissioner Kale Davis was absent.  Wyly Gilfoil, acting port director, was also present.
	On a motion by Mr. Maxwell and second by Mr. Arthur, the Commission approved the minutes from the meeting held on 11 June, 2015.
	Mr. Gilfoil presented project reports on construction phases that are in design and planned for in the future. The eighth pay estimate for the Levee construction has been paid in the amount of one hundred five thousand five hundred thirty one dollars and no cents (cumulative $1,054,363.50). The excavation/embankment is 95 per cent complete. Project Europe continues to work on long term contracts with buyers. The lack of contracts has led to no progress on construction of the Plant. Agreements are being negotiated on additional property. The Commission approved the Project Report on a motion by Mr. Arthur and second by Mr. Young.
