          	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cliff Cabell.
	          
	 Ernest Carol Trahan led the Pledge of Allegiance and Cliff Cabell gave the invocation.  
 
	On the motion of Mr. Wicke, seconded by Mr. Romero and carried the board approved the January 25, 2011 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.  
	
	On the motion of Mr. Wicke, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board agreed to pay the following bills:  Cameron Telephone- $81.38-February, 2011, phone bill, Cameron State Bank Visa-February, 2011-$23.82, The Chamber SWLA-$7500.00-Annual Sponsorship, Cornellia B. Dunaway-$100.00-Travel Expense.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board agreed to write a letter to Mr. Gerald Theunissen thanking him for his consulting services to the port board and Cameron Parish.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (i)  a draft lease between West Cameron Port and Cameron Fisheries;  (ii)  a draft lease between West Cameron Port and the Henry Heirs;  (iii) a brochure from the Port Association of Louisiana regarding the annual conference being held March 23-25, 2011 at the Sam’s Town Hotel & Casino  in Shreveport, LA;  (iv) a letter of resignation from Mr. Gerald Theunissen effective February 1, 2011; and(v) a Public Notice from the United States Coast Guard regarding the extension of time to remove the old I-10 Twin Spans bridge across Lake Pontchartrain between New Orleans, Orleans Parish and Slidell, St. Tammany Parish, Louisiana.  

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on the lease with Henry Heirs and Sublease with Cameron Fisheries; current status of the dredging that is to resume March 3, 2011 on Calcasieu Loop and East Fork; confirm available disposal sites; maintenance assumption of the dredging project; Parishwide  Feasibility  Study and Report ; Cameron Fisheries and Gulf Coast Fisheries; recent briefing with Scott Angelle, Mike Oliver, Rowan Marine and Associated Foods; operational funds, and suggested legislation.  The board discussed the legislation issue and Mr. Precht commented that Mr. Randy Theunissen with Allen & Gooch be notified of this issue because a bill could be challenged before it goes to the House of Representative.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Savoie reported marine well containment.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Precht informed the board of the degasification going on in Johnson Bayou by Cheniere and the negotiation of tax prices.  They are checking with the Attorney General’s office on this issue.  

	Mr. Romero reported on meeting with entities to pay taxes up front and not wait the ten year period and negotiate the price.  He reported on his meeting with Sempra officials. 

	Miss Vanessa Brower, project management support person for Cameron Fisheries informed the board their legal counsel were reviewing the lease documents, and updated port board structure designs for Cameron Fisheries with production line spec, electrical loading, etc. The production design plans were 80% complete.  She could not give the board a time frame on the equipment list they requested or the final plans.

	Under New Business- On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Hebert and carried the board agreed to adopt the 2011 budget.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wicke the board agreed to accept the bid proposal ranging between $1,500-$2,500 dollars from Mr. Coy Vincent for a compilation engagement since an audit is not required because of gross revenues. 

	On the motion of Mr.Wicke, seconded by Mr. Hebert and carried the board performed roll call to adjourn the regular meeting and enter in to executive session to address (1) Report on status of  Cameron Fisheries and Fisheries Infrastructure Grant.
