          	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cliff Cabell.
	          
	 Wendell Wilkerson led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jimmy Brown gave the invocation.  
 
	The floor was open for nomination of President:  On the motion of Mr. Poole, seconded by Mr. Romero and carried the board agreed to reelect Mr. Cliff Cabell as President.  On the motion of Mr. Romero seconded by Mr.Trahan and carried the nominations were closed.

	The floor was open for nomination of Vice President:  On the motion of Mr. Romero seconded by Mr.  Hebert and carried the board agreed to reelect Mr. Jimmy Brown as Vice President.  On the motion of Mr. Trahan seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the nominations were closed.

	The floor was open for nomination of Secretary:  On the motion of Mr. Romero seconded by Mr. Hebert and carried the board agreed to reelect Mr. Greg Wicke as Secretary.  On the motion of Mr. Trahan seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the nominations were closed.

	The floor was open for nomination of Treasurer:  On the motion of Mr. Romero seconded by Mr. Poole and carried the board agreed to reelect Mr. Charles “Terry” Hebert as Treasurer.  On the motion of Mr. Wilkerson seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the nominations were closed.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Brown and carried the board approved the November 30, 2010 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.  
	
	On the motion of Mr. Savoie, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board agreed to pay the following bills:  Gerald Theunissen - $1500.00-December, 2010, consulting fees, Cameron Telephone- $81.38-December, 2010, phone bill, Cameron State Bank Visa-December, 2010-$485.23, Allen & Gooch-$1785.00-December, 2010-Cameron Fisheries,  Allen & Gooch - $3,255.00-September, 2010-Caemron Fisheries, Cameron Telephone-$82.06- January 2011-phone bill, The Chamber SWLA-$260.00-Registration fees, Gerald Theunissen-$1500.00-January, 2011-consulting fees.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (i)  a letter regarding Act 8410 which expands filing requirements for board and commissions whose members are required to file annual financial disclosure statements;  (ii)  a letter from Ports Association of Louisiana regarding membership dues;  (iii) a letter from the Port Association of Louisiana regarding the annual conference being held March 23-25, 2011 at the Sam’s Town Hotel & Casino  in Shreveport, LA;  (v) a Notice of Judgment from 38th Judicial District Court regarding West Cameron Port and Lake Charles Port litigation; a letter from the Chamber/Southwest referencing the Washington, DC Mardi Gras info; and a newsletter from the SWLA Economic Development Alliance.  

	The board discussed the Port Association of Louisiana Conference and membership dues..

	On the motion of Mr. Romero seconded by Mr. Romero and carried the board agreed to pay fees and sponsorship up to $1000.00.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Hebert and carried the board agreed to pay PAL membership dues in the amount of $1000.00.

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on the joint meeting between West Cameron Port committee members and Lake Charles Port committee members to discuss recovery and the economy; Cameron Fisheries Update, Gulf Coast Fisheries Update, Cameron Loop and East Fork dredging delays, Status of Port Feasibility/Parishwide Economic Development Plan/GIS/Recon Study; DOTD request for dredging at the Cameron Ferry; Economic Development(Marine Well Containment, Bollinger, Gasification); Chamber Banquet, Texas A&M Bush School Of  Public Policy speaking engagement; PAL conference; Coastal Protection Restoration Meeting being held January 26, 2011 at 9:30 a.m. at the Lake Charles Civic Center; and the National Planning Award, (Distinguished Planner).  Discussion followed.

	Mr. John LeBlanc commented on the productive meeting between the West Cameron Port committee and the Lake Charles Port committee.  He requested the port board members to furnish some short range project plans that the Lake Charles Port could help with.  The spoke to the board concerning the offshore repair facility British Petroleum is planning to locate in the vicinity.  The board requested Mr. LeBlanc to ask the Lake Charles Port to support the Recon Study.  Discussion followed.

	Mr.  Gerald Theunissen reported to the e board the opposition from Congressman Boustany’s office regarding the Recon Study.  He stated if the study could be tied to beneficial use then more funding would be available. Mr. Howard explained the fact that everything Cameron builds support other areas, Calcasieu included, and the amount of tax money the State of Louisiana receive and will receive if the Recon Study is done and this project is completed.  Mr. Theunissen stated if Congressman Boustany will agree then the Lake Charles Port board will agree also. Mr. Theunissen rendered his resignation to the port board effective February 1, 2011.  Board members thanked him for his service.  Discussion followed.

 	Mr. Poole and Mr. Brown commented on the meeting with the Lake Charles Port committee members.  Both felt it went well.

	Mr. Savoie reported on Enscape shipping, a company that wants to bring 5 rigs to Cameron to work on in the deep hole but Lake Charles port is opposing it.  Discussion followed.

	Miss Vanessa Brower, project management support person for Cameron Fisheries updated port board on minor adjustments on structure designs for Cameron Fisheries and list the building as Phase I with additional phases in the future when funding is available.  Mr. Romero stated they were working on moving the lease and sublease through as soon as possible for the Cameron Fisheries Project.

	On the motion of Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board performed roll call to adjourn the regular meeting and enter in to executive session to address (1) Report on status of  Cameron Fisheries and Fisheries Infrastructure Grant.

		Mr. Broussard addressed the board again on Mr. Plauche’s appraisal bill and the board agreed to pay the invoice if the State of Louisiana didn’t pay it.

		Mr. Romero met with lawyer experts to expedite the documents for  Cameron Fisheries.  The document should be ready January 31, 2011 – February 4, 2011 for Cameron Fisheries to review and once documents are agreed upon they will proceed with CDA.
