          	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cliff Cabell.
	          
	 Wendell Wilkerson led the Pledge of Allegiance and Cliff Cabell gave the invocation.  
 
	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board approved the June 28, 2011 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Trahan, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.  
	
	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board agreed to deposit $30,000 into a Certificate of Deposit.
	
	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board appointed Mr. Savoie to compare prices and purchase the Certificate of Deposit.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried the board agreed to pay the following bills:  Cameron Telephone- $79.28-June, 2011, phone bill, Cameron State Bank Visa-July, 2011-$96.70, Cornellia B. Dunaway-July 2011-$100.00-Travel Expense.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (i) a flier from Crime Stoppers of Lake Charles regarding donations; and (ii) a brochure from Texas referencing pipeline safety.  

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on the status of the Calcasieu Loop and East Fork dredging,  Re-allocation Plan –implications for Port improvements, public docks, etc., Cameron Fisheries Permitting, Master Service agreement with property owners, Support letter for Cheniere’s LDEQ air quality permitting, Position paper for Cameron  Parish Seafood Task Force, Draft profile of an Industrial Business Alliance for Cameron Parish, Advance Planning summit briefing with T.Baker Smith and Ted Falgout, Expected meeting  with Bollinger, Chouest and Gulf Island Fabricators, Southern Shrimp Alliance Town Hall meeting scheduled for August 5, 2011 at the Cameron Courthouse, Legis-Gator Luncheon scheduled for August 19, 2011 at 11:30 at the L’Auberge, hosting of the 2012 Louisiana APA conference  in January, highlighting a Cameron tour, and increased activity in both shallow and deepwater interest for shore-based operations. Discussion followed.

	Mr. Romero reported on the Master Service Agreement with the property owners.  The port will market the Henry property and get a percentage or money made on development of the property.  He also discussed  the Shrimp Task Force ‘s request for a public dock for fishermen, and the Industrial Business Alliance composed of representatives from maritime, industrial, etc for Cameron Parish. 

	Mr. Savoie reported to the board he was working with the Davis Family on  a lease obligation with the Port, same deal from past negotiation, removal of  old dolphins on property.  He informed the board that a map was needed for the Calcasieu Loop and East Fork that lays out the depths and hydrological survey of the area. The water depths should be placed on the website.

	Mr. Coy Vincent with Gragson, Cassidy, and Guillory LLP spoke to the board on the Financial Compilation required by State Law that he filed on behalf of the port board with the State.  Discussion followed. 

	Mr. Joe Hill, Congressman Charles Boustany’s Aide updated the board on Congressman Boustany’s Ramp program that was progressing well with 102 sponsors, the Harbor Maintenance income which would be used for keeping sea lanes and harbors opened.  He informed the board manufacturers and farmers had a 27.7 increase statewide and the Louisiana export rose to 25 billion.  He also informed the board that Mr. Thomas McDaniel, a police juror for Cameron Parish, was awarded recognition for new business and will be presented with an Extension of Remarks acknowledgement for receiving the Lantern Award for “Max Brake of Creole” and his exceptional work in Cameron Parish at the Creole Community, August 22, 2011 at 1:00 P.M.

	The next regular meeting will be scheduled for August 30, 2011, 6:00 P.M. at the Hackberry Recreation Center, Hackberry, Louisiana.
	
	There being no further business and upon motion of Mr. Hebert, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried, the meeting was declared adjourned.
