          	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cliff Cabell.
	          
	 Ricky Poole led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jimmy Brown gave the invocation.  
 
	On the motion of Mr. Hebert, seconded by Mr. Romero and carried the board approved the February 22, 2011 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Wilkerson, seconded by Mr. Brown and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.  
	
	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Trahan and carried the board agreed to pay the following bills:  Cameron Telephone- $77.56-March, 2011, phone bill, Cameron State Bank Visa-March, 2011-$368.53, Allen & Gooch-January, 2011-$1125.00-Cameron Fisheries, Allen & Gooch-February, 2011-$3585,Cameron Fisheries, Cornellia B. Dunaway-March, 2011-$100.00-Travel Expense.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (i) an engagement letter for the compilation of the financial statements for the year 2010;  (ii)  a letter referencing a special meeting called by the  Port Association of Louisiana to amend Article 10 of the Port Association of Louisiana Article of Incorporation. (iii) a letter from Senator Mary Landrieu regarding work on the Water Resource Development Act(WRDA) which authorizes programs and projects of the civil works program of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers; (iv) January/February issue of Inland Port.  

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on the lease with Henry Heirs which Mr. Henry has revised and will be forthcoming within the next two days; current status of the dredging that is scheduled to be completed by July 2011 on Calcasieu Loop and East Fork; maintenance assumption of the dredging project report; try to have maintenance included in the WRDA Bill; Washington DC trip; suggested legislation for Lake Charles Port is not included in this Session.   Discussion followed.

	Mr. Savoie reported on his attendance of the Harbor Safety Committee Meeting and assumption of dredging funding discussion with Channing Hayden, who’s over port security and dredging for Lake Charles Port.  He also thanked Mr. John LeBlanc for his continuous efforts to represent Cameron Parish and West Cameron Port Commission.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Hebert informed the board he had received the General Refunding Obligation Bonds from Jay Delafield.  

	Mr. John LeBlanc spoke to the board on the proposed legislation by Lake Charles Port that he opposed and no proposed legislation by Lake Charles Port will be in this Legislative Session. He’s attempting to set up a meeting with Ernie Broussard, Walt Sanchez, and himself to create a cooperative endeavor agreement between the Lake Charles Port and West Cameron Port for future projects. The first project would be the BP Disaster Response Center. Mr. Romero stated the West Cameron Port is willing work with the Lake Charles Port.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. McGee spoke to the board on the Cameron Fisheries Project.  Discussion followed. 

	Under New Business- On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried the board gave the President authority to sign the engagement letter for the compilation of the financial statements of West Cameron Port for the year 2010 with Gragson, Casidy & Guillory, L.L.P.
