          	The meeting was called to order by Chairman Cliff Cabell.
	          
	 Dwight Savoie led the Pledge of Allegiance and Jimmy Brown gave the invocation.  
 
	On the motion of Mr. Savoie, seconded by Mr. Hebert and carried the board approved the March 29, 2011 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.  
	
	On the motion of Mr. Savoie, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried the board agreed to pay the following bills:  Cameron Telephone- $77.52-April, 2011, phone bill, Cameron State Bank Visa-April, 2011-$78.09, Cornellia B. Dunaway-April, 2011-$100.00-Travel Expense.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (i) PAL meeting notice for a meeting held May 5, 2011 at 10:00 A.M.in Baton Rouge, LA at the Best Western Richmond Suites; (ii) a Public Notice from the U.S. Coast Guard regarding a proposed bridge permit to replace an existing bridge fender system and add a new fender system across Chef Menteur Pass, mile 2.8 at New Orleans, Orleans Parish, Louisiana; (iii) a news letter from the Southwest Louisiana Economic Development Alliance.  

	Mr. Savoie reported on the dredging project, more build up on the west side of the parish than on the east side of the parish. He asked why they went so far out with the pipeline.  Mr. Broussard explained that there were navigation issues and the pipeline had to be moved.

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on his attendance at the PAL meeting, legislative activity, the Oceanic Trade Conference, Port Feasibility & Assumption of Maintenance Report, Cameron Fisheries, Position Paper and Topical Discussion to determine Values and Benefits Derived in Cooperation Between West Cameron Port and Lake Charles Port.  The dredging has been delayed and the company asked for an extension until September due to equipment malfunction.  He discussed the new appointments to the Lake Charles Port.  Mr. Broussard and Mr. John LeBlanc plan to present a formal presentation of the Position Papers and Topical Discussion to determine Values and Benefits of the two ports working together to the new Lake Charles Port appointees. He informed the board that the Cameron Parish Police Jury with a cooperative endeavor agreement agreed to assume the two year insurance premium for Cameron Fisheries and the dredging project. The lease and sublease is nearing completion.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Tom Barrett informed the board that the ground lease is near completion.  The Henry Heirs has agreed to three out of the four items.  The terms will be duplicated in the sublease.  He has finished the cooperative endeavor agreement between the West Cameron Port and the Cameron Parish Police Jury. He stated the final specs and equipment list should be included when the lease is signed as an attachment.  If over budget the West Cameron Port has the right to re-bid the project. Vanessa Brower, consultant for Cameron Fisheries reported that they were working on the equipment list, and will forward them to Mr. Randy Goodloe, the architect for the preliminary bid process.  He is in the process of rechecking the building size to be sure it will accommodate everything.  Discussion followed. 

	On the motion of Mr. Poole, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried the board agreed to give the Committee Chairman, Mr. Howard Romero authority to sign the Ground Lease, Sublease and Cooperative Endeavor Agreement when all parties are in agreement.

	Under New Business the board discussed the 2011 millage rate.
	
	On the motion of Mr. Wicke, seconded by Mr. Romero and carried the board agreed to adopt the 2011 millage rate of 1 mill and give the President authority to sign the resolution. (“Exhibit A”) and affidavit (“Exhibit B).	  

	Mr. Sonny McGee inform the board that there were CDBG funding available and asked the port for a project or projects  for them to present to the Cameron Parish Police Jury to utilize this funding so the money can be committed, bulk head, city dock, etc.  Mr. Broussard suggested purchasing property but a project has to be in place first. Mr. Savoie suggested demolition and marine well containment.  Discussion followed.

	Mr. Joe Hill with Congressman Boustany’s office spoke to the board on the Ramp Act, the congressman is trying to pass with 42 sponsors.  The act will require the tax money that is accumulated from the Harbor Maintenance Fund be spent on harbor maintenance, dredging, etc.  This is a bipartisan interest.  The Senate agreed to also sponsor a bill for the same issue.  Mr. Wilkerson stated the tax on gas that’s suppose to be used for roads but isn’t should have a bill passed for it.  Discussion followed. 

	There was no executive session.
