	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wilkerson and carried the board approved the August 30, 2011 regular meeting minutes.

	On the motion of Mr. Romero, seconded by Mr. Wicke and carried the board approved the Treasurer’s report.

	The port board reviewed the following correspondences: (1) Louisiana Open Meeting Law Revised Statutes; (2) Availability of Public Notice requesting to rehabilitate and alter the fender system of the bridge over the Houma Navigation Canal, mile 36 at Houma, Terrebonne Parish, LA. 

	Mr. Broussard gave a general report on the Sempra LNG letter of inquiry regarding the assessment of taxes on three pipelines on their property, Cameron Fisheries supplemental briefing referencing the location of the proposed building,  Submittal of AFG Grants for Cameron Fire and Hackberry Fire, LLT policy determination and disposition plan amendments, Marine Well Containment, Re-allocation Plan for Parish Long Term Recovery and Public Hearing scheduled for recovery funds, CDBG procurement, GIS and Port Feasibility regarding re-advertisement. Discussion followed.

	Mr. Romero commented on the Cameron Fisheries Plans and stated that the board should let the Cameron Parish Police Jury decide on the building location and work with Cameron Fisheries on this issue.
	
	Mr. McGee commented on the importance of the West Cameron Port and the Housing Program to the Parish of Cameron.

	Mr. Atri Sen with Dewberry gave a presentation to the board referencing the services his company provide and the benefits Dewberry could provide to the West Cameron Port concerning the GIS Project. He explained the importance of GIS to the community and identified several organizations Dewberry provided services for, such as the Department of Labor, NOAA, FEMA, etc.

	Miss Christine Fisher, with Healthy Image gave a presentation to the board on logos her company designed for the West Cameron Port’s consideration. Miss Fisher gave the board background on her company and explained the logo design to the board members.  She also shared information on other businesses her company was affiliated with.

	Mr. Ernie presented the logo designs submitted by Miss Denise Foster with Creative Concepts because she had a prior commitment.  

	The board will review both sets of designs and make a final decision.
	
	Under New Business the board discussed the SWLA Coastal Study Continuation Resolution.
