Also present at the meeting were Mr. Craig Matthews, St. Mary Parish Councilman-Elect, Mr. David Hanagriff, St. Mary Parish Council President-Elect, Mr. Charles Matthews of Pedia-Kare,  Mr. Roger Stouff of the Franklin Banner, Mr. Reid Miller of Miller Engineers, Mr. Eric Duplantis, Port Attorney, Mr. David Allain, Executive Director and Ms. Rebecca Pellerin, Office Manager of the Port Commission.

A motion was made by Mr. Deshotel to dispense with the reading of the November 10, 2015 meeting minutes and to accept the same.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Blevins and carried unanimously.  

Mr. David Hanagriff  told  the Port Commission that he is looking forward to working with them for the betterment of St. Mary Parish in his role as President of the St. Mary Parish Council.    Mr. Craig Matthews, St. Mary Parish Councilman-elect,  said that he is excited about the opportunity to work with the Port Commission and stated that he plans to be very busy in making connections and networking to try to recruit industry to come into St. Mary Parish, particularly through the Port of West St. Mary.  
Mr. Allain reported that the Port Commission had entered into a Memorandum of Understanding with KYTOSAN USA LLC.  He further reported that as of November 30, 2015 the MOU lapsed.  He has spoken with the principals of KYTOSAN and they have indicated to him that they no longer want to proceed with the MOU.  The company is experiencing difficulty in gathering collateral to secure their USDA loan.  Mr. Allain was informed that the company would be sending the Port Commission official notification that they do not wish to pursue the location of KYTOSAN at the Port of West St. Mary.
Mr. Allain thanked everyone that helped in the preparation of the Port's Christmas Social - Miller Engineers, Mr. Mike Picard and Mr. Wayne Stevens and especially the Port Commission staff.

A motion was made Mr. Blevins to accept and approve the Proposed 2016 Operating Budget as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Deshotel and carried unanimously.

Mr. Longman opened the floor for election of officers of the Port Commission.  Mr. Deshotel nominated Mr. Willie Peters as President.  Mr. Blevins nominated Mr. Wayne Stevens for Vice President.  Mr. Tabb nominated Mr. Wilson Terry for Secretary/Treasurer.  Mr. Longman asked if there were any other nominations.  There were none.  Mr. Deshotel moved that nominations be closed.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Stevens and carried unanimously.  Mr. Longman asked for a vote of the nominations and received a unanimous vote in favor of all nominations.  There were no nays.  The motion to elect the nominations carried.

Mr. Duplantis reminded the Commissioners that Ethics Training must be completed before the end of the year and asked that if anyone has not done so already, to please provide the Port Commission staff with a copy of the Certificate showing they have completed their ethics training.  

Mr. Reid Miller reported on the bulk heading project at the Industrial Park  - plans have been designed by the sub-consultant for the bulkhead.  He has to finalize the plans within the next of couple weeks and then they will be submitted to the Office of Facility Planning for their review. The project will be advertised for bid as soon as the authorization is received.  He further reported that an alternate will be included in  the project in the event that the project should require a reduction due to budget constraints.
There being no further business to be discussed, a motion was made by Mr. Stevens to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Bell and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 6:11 p.m.
