Roll call was conducted by Paula Weeks.  Tavis Piattoly was welcomed to his first meeting as a board member.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:
There was no public present to make comments.

Emily Efferson advised that SB560 will not move forward this year, that HB626 was withdrawn, and that HB1482 has been turned over to a legislative committee for further research.

CORRESPONDENCE:
Cathy Daniels, MS, RD, LDN - letter of inquiry received July 6, 2010
The Board will send a letter of response noting that the Practice Act and the Rules and Regulations do not address dispensing oral medication to the public under the direction of a licensed medical doctor or licensed registered nurse in an emergency or disaster situation, and that the Board has no concerns with the scenario presented regarding pregnancy tests or issuing standard prenatal vitamins to pregnant patients.

COMPLIANCE HEARING – Vanessa Richard:
Vanessa Richard was requested by the Board to appear for a compliance hearing relative to information obtained regarding her employment during the application process.

Vanessa Richard testified that the board office had an incorrect mailing address on file; therefore, she did not receive the renewal notice mailed in April 2009.  She did not think about renewal in May and June because of deaths in the family.  In July, she was in a serious car accident that required emergency surgery and bed-rest because she was pregnant.  She returned to work in mid-November and shortly after realized her license was lapsed.  She filed a new application in December and assumed the Board approved the reinstatement of her license.  It was not until May 2010 when trying to renew her license that she discovered she did not hold a valid license.  The Board never received the application she mailed in December; therefore, she made a copy of the previous application and had it re-notarized and submitted to the Board.
