Fifth Louisiana Levee District

January 11, 2012

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, January 11, 2012, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, Philip Brown, Barry Maxwell, Jack Varner, James Kelly, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.  
Visitors included Rick Shelton, USACE; Carlyle Killen, Attorney; Britt Grady, John Deere and Marie Cowan. 
On motions by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, Board members voted to retain Reynold Minsky serving as President and James Kelly serving as Vice-President for the coming year.

The Board reviewed bids for the purchase of two tractors on a 48-month lease-purchase schedule as advertised.  On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell, Board voted to accept bid from Goldman Equipment, LLC pending the appraisal of trade-in on two Levee District tractors.


On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved minutes from the November meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for November and December, on motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for November and December.

On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board ratified permit issued to Gulf South Pipeline Co. giving permission to abandon 800’ of pipeline in place and lay 150’ of 2” line to interconnect to the existing Atmos Energy Line in Madison Parish.


On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell, the Board ratified permit issued to Belle Exploration, LLC approving the construction of a pipeline levee crossing over the Mississippi River Levee near Levee Station 9125+00 in Concordia Parish. 


On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board ratified permit issued to Southeast Supply Header allowing additional coverage to be placed over an existing pipeline crossing the Mississippi River Levee near Levee Station 3912+00 in Madison Parish.


The Board considered resolution giving USACE, Vicksburg District rights-of-entry, including ingress and egress, in Madison Parish for a two-year period beginning January 25, 2012, in conjunction with Item 428-R, Reid Bedford-King.  On motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell, Board approved resolution.

On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell, the Board voted to start advertising for General Insurance in February, and to allow bids for “A+” and “admitted” ratings along with “Auditable” and “Non-Auditable” policies.

There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray.
