January 9, 2013

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, January 9, 2013, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, Sam Hill, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, and Jack Varner answered roll call.
Visitors included Paul Colquette, LA DOTD; Rick Shelton and Warren Lister, USACE; and Yvonne Lewis, Madison Journal
On motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell, Board voted to retain the current officers with Reynold Minsky serving as President, and James Kelly serving as Vice-President.


On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board approved minutes from the November 14, 2012, meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for November and December, on motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for November and December.

The Board considered a request from Terral River Service to drill 4 soil borings near the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in East Carroll Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.

On motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board approved a permit request from Lance Marsh seeking permission to drill 2 irrigation wells approximately 255 feet from the toe of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.


On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Varner, the Board approved a permit request from Anderson Engineering to drill geotechnical borings near the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Tensas Parish.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.


The Board considered a permit request from Bill Windham seeking permission to place a 2” water well approximately 255 feet from the toe of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.

On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, Board members voted to start advertising for General Insurance in February.

There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.
