Fifth Louisiana Levee District

June 12, 2013

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Tuesday, June 12, 2013, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, John David Frith, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.

The Board received bids for the 4 year recreational lease in Concordia Parish known as Turtle Lake.  On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, Board approved high bid belonging to Michael Dawkins.


On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved minutes from the April 9, 2013, meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for April and May, on motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for April and May.

By roll call vote, Board approved a resolution adopting the Levee Owner’s Manual for Non-Federal Flood Control Works prepared and presented by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  All commissioners in attendance voted yes.


On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved the renewal quote for Worker’s Compensation from LWCC for period ending July 14, 2014.


The Board considered a request from Anderson Tully Company seeking permission to raise the entrance road across existing borrow pits for improved access and to excavate material from a nearby borrow area in Madison Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, permit was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.


On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Frith, the Board approved a permit request from City of Vidalia requesting permission to cross the Mainline Mississippi River Levee with a paved access road to the proposed port in Concordia Parish near Mississippi River Levee Mile 360.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD recommendation.



The Board considered a request from David Rountree seeking permission to install a cattle guard, install cross fences, install fencing along the toe, and graze cattle on the Mainline Mississippi River Levee near River Mile 360.  On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, approval was granted.

On motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, Board added the following to the agenda:  Consider advertising, for recreational lease, 35 acres of Levee Berm in East Carroll Parish.  The Board agreed to advertise on motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell.


There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Frith.
