Fifth Louisiana Levee District

June 4, 2014

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Tuesday, June 4, 2014, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, John David Frith, Sam Hill, James Kelly, and Jack Varner answered roll call.

After no public comments were made, the Board approved April minutes by a motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, 


President Reynold Minsky announced that during the meeting to be held Wednesday, July 9, 2014 at 9:00 a.m., at 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, Louisiana, the Board will adopt the 2014 millage rate(s).  No vote needed.


Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for March on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, after hearing no public comments.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for April and May.

After no public comments were offered, a motion was made by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Frith, to approve the renewal quote for Worker’s Compensation from LWCC for period ending July 14, 2015.


The Board considered a request from Clark Hill seeking permission to place two water wells approximately 260 feet from the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Varner, approval was granted after hearing no public comments.

The Board considered a request from Charlie Lusco seeking permission to install a septic tank and a 4” sewer line approximately 523 feet from the toe of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Varner, approval was granted after hearing no public comments.

After no public comments were offered, on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board approved a permit request from City of Vidalia seeking permission to construct a bike trail on top of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee between Stations 8172-8268 and to construct a ramp on the downstream end with borrow material brought in from an outside location.  Approval granted subject to USACE and DOTD.


After no public comments were offered, on motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved a permit request, subject to USACE and DOTD, from City of Vidalia seeking permission to construct a bike trail beginning at the end of the current River Walk and extending 2,765 feet in Concordia Parish.  

The Board considered a request from Denbury Onshore seeking permission to remove old flow lines from the Mainline Mississippi River Levee near Levee Station 6983 in Concordia Parish.  After hearing no public comments, the Board approved the request, subject to USACE and DOTD, on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.

The Board considered a request from TB Smith seeking permission to remove and replace an 8” pipeline crossing the Mainline Mississippi River Levee at Station #7154 in Concordia Parish.  After no public comments were offered, the Board approved request, subject to USACE and DOTD approval, on motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.


After no public comments were offered, on motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board approved a permit request, subject to USACE and DOTD approval, from TB Smith seeking permission to remove existing pipelines near River Mile 374 in Concordia Parish.

There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.
