Fifth Louisiana Levee District

June 10, 2015

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, June 10, 2015, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, John David Frith, Sam Hill, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.

Visitors included Ryan McMillan, Larry Decker, and Blaine Roussell from LA DOTD and Rick Shelton from USACE.


After no public comments were made, the Board approved April minutes on a motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Maxwell.
Commissioners considered a resolution to adopt the Levee District’s 2015 tax millage for East Carroll, Madison, Tensas, and Concordia parishes at 3.86 mills.  After no public comments were offered, the resolution was approved by Commissioners Tiffee, Frith, Hill, Minsky, Kelly, Maxwell, and Mabray voting “yea”.  
Commissioners considered a resolution to adopt the Levee District’s 2015 acreage tax for East Carroll, Madison, Tensas, and Concordia Parishes at five cents per acre.  Motion passed with Commissioners Tiffee, Frith, Hill, Minsky, Maxwell, and Kelly voting “yea”, Commissioner Mabray voting “no”.  No public comments were offered.

Board received bids for lease of 557 acre tract in Concordia Parish known as Alligator Flats.  Board received one bid and tabled the bid pending legal advisement from Louisiana Division of Administration.  


Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for April on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, after hearing no public comments.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for April.

After hearing no public comments, Board received quotes submitted for Worker’s Compensation Insurance for July 15, 2015-July 14, 2016.  On motion by Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, Board elected to stay with existing plan.

On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved the permit request from Tensas Parish Police Jury seeking permission to perform geotechnical investigations and construction of a new truck scale and improvements to an existing warehouse within 1500 feet of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.  No public comments were offered.


After hearing no public comments, the Board approved permit request on motion from Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Frith, from Arabie Environmental Solutions, Inc., seeking permission to drill boreholes within 1500 feet of the Black River Levee in Concordia Parish.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.

After hearing no public comments, the Board approved permit request on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee from Rabb Contracting Company seeking permission to drill oil well within 1500 feet of the Mainline Mississippi River near La Hwy 910 in Shaw, Louisiana.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.


On motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved permit request from Bryant Hammett’s office seeking permission for a sewer treatment facility for a proposed hunting lodge within 1500 feet of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee in Madison Parish, Louisiana.  Approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.  No public comments were offered.


There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Hill.
