The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, March 13, 2013, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, Sam Hill, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, Jack Varner, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.

The Board received quotes for General Insurance Policy for April 2013- April 2014.  On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board approved the renewal quote submitted by Lensing, Lensing, Cunningham, and Hager.

On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved minutes from the February 13, 2013, meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for February, on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Hill.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for February.

Board members reviewed the proposed FY2013-2014 Fiscal Year Budget.  On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly board adopted the proposed budget.


On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved the purchase of two clippers using the Louisiana State Contract.


On motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board approved the lease purchase of two 2013 Chevrolet Silverado 3500 on Louisiana State Contract Number 409387.  


The Board considered a request from JBF Partnership seeking permission to install an irrigation well approximately 538 feet from the toe of the Mainline Mississippi River Levee near Station Number 1525 in East Carroll Parish. On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Varner, approval was granted subject to USACE and DOTD approval.

On motion by Commissioner Varner, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board approved a permit request from Eddie Hargrave to install fencing along the toe and cross fence in addition to permission to graze cattle and harvest hay on a section of land in Madison Parish.
