The Board received quotes for General Insurance Policy for April 2015- April 2016.  On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, after hearing no public comments, the Board approved the renewal quote submitted by Lensing, Lensing, Cunningham, and Hager.


After no public comments were made, the Board approved February minutes on a motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.

Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for February on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, after hearing no public comments.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for February.

Board members reviewed the proposed FY 2015-2016 Fiscal Year Budget.  After no public comments were offered, the Board adopted the proposed budget on motion by Commissioner Frith, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.


On motion by Commissioner Maxwell, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, the Board approved the purchase of two clippers using the Louisiana State Contract, no public comments were offered.
