March 14, 2012

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, March 14, 2012, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, Sam Hill, James Kelly, Barry Maxwell, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.
Visitors included Paul Colquette and Ryan McMillan, LA DOTD; Carlyle Killen, Attorney; and Marie Cowan. 
Commissioners reviewed the proposal submitted by Lensing, Lensing, Cunningham, & Hager, Lake Providence, LA, for General Insurance for the Levee District for April 2012-April 2013.  Being the only quote submitted, on motion by Commissioner Tiffee, 2nd by Commissioner Hill, the Board voted to accept the proposal.



On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly, the Board approved minutes from the February meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for February, on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Hill.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for February.

Board members reviewed the proposed FY2012-2013 Fiscal Year Budget.  On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Hill board adopted the proposed budget.


On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, the Board voted to purchase 2 clippers using state contract #408608.

The Board considered a request from Preston Gray, seeking permission to graze livestock and to place gates on the Backwater Levee at Station Number 1607 and approximately 950’ south of Station Number 1607 in Concordia Parish. On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved permit pending inspection by Levee District Maintenance Superintendent, James E. Shivers.

The Board considered a request from Nexus Systems Inc. seeking permission to bury a fiber optic cable near Hwy 605 in Tensas Parish.  On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved permit subject to USACE and DOTD review.

On motion by Commissioner Hill, 2nd by Commissioner Mabray, Board approved permit request from M.G. Dyess seeking permission to place a locked gate and cross-fence approximately 750’ north of Levee Station Number 3554 in Madison Parish.

There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Hill.
