Fifth Louisiana Levee District

October 10, 2012

The Board of Commissioners for the Fifth Louisiana Levee District met in regular session on Wednesday, October 10, 2012, at the Levee Board Office, 102 Burnside Drive, Tallulah, LA at 9:00 a.m.  President Reynold Minsky called the meeting to order.  Commissioners Scott Tiffee, Sam Hill, James Kelly, and Pat Mabray answered roll call.
Visitors included Paul Colquette, LA DOTD; Rick Shelton, USACE; and Bill Windham, Landowner.

On motion by Commissioner Kelly, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board approved minutes from the September 20, 2012 meeting. Commissioners reviewed and approved claims submitted for September, on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.  Commissioners reviewed financial statements for September.

On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, the Board voted to advertise agricultural lease that expires December 31, 2012, with bids to be taken in the November 14, 2012 meeting.


The Board considered a request from Goodwin Gladney seeking permission to build a fence along the toe of the Mississippi River Levee, approximately 500 feet north of Levee Station 1150 to approximately 500 feet south of Levee Station 1300.  Gladney also requested a locked gate on the crossing 500 feet south of Levee Station 1300.  On motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Tiffee, approval was granted for both.

The Board heard Public Comments from Mr. Bill Windham concerning questions regarding fencing and hay baling.


There being no other business to consider, the meeting was adjourned on motion by Commissioner Mabray, 2nd by Commissioner Kelly.
