MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 11, 2018

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, September 11, 2018, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger 

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on August 31, 2018 as read.

Mr. Joe Chauvin from GIS Engineering gave the following report: 1. stated that he will attend a FEMA meeting next week.  2. Received equipment quote from Duhon and will get together with board to see a demo of the cutter attachment.   3. Went over the back levee system showing what can be a levee and what needs to be a temporary levee in case of high tidal waters. The levee will be built to be 5ft above elevation.   4. Bayou Thunder Project is on track with engineering and rocks will be placed on the north side next to the land.  5. Will get an electronic copy of the plans to add the additional breakwaters that will complete the north side breakwaters. The plans will be given to Jefferson Parish to use the Go Mesa money to build the additional breakwaters needed on the north side. 6 The levee board airport will need a fence and the grass will need to be cut before material can be placed on the site.  Joint motion by the commissioners to purchase general liability insurance for the new airport from Daul Insurance.

President Camardelle stated that we are still in Hurricane Season and everyone should stay alert to any storms that could impact Grand Isle. We have to install culverts and floodgates on Hebert Street levee before we can build any more breakwaters. He will meet with the port commission about placing a levee on their property on Oak and Smith Lane. He thanked the Town of Grand Isle with working together by using our equipment and their personnel to get more jobs completed internally. He thanked Jefferson Parish Councilmembers Templet and Roberts, J.P. Parish President, Senator Alario, Representative Gisclair, Federal Delegation Graves, Scalise, Cassidy and Kennedy, WLF, Governor and staff on helping to work on the airstrip and more segmented rock breakwaters and a levee system on the island. Grand Isle is moving forward and projects should be starting soon on more rocks to help save the coast.
A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger, and unanimously agreed to approve the expenses associated with operating the district.

Commissioner Besson stated that the emergency levee that was built was cut by a local contractor and the town had to repair the levee during the extremely high tides that the town has been facing. Joint motion by the commissioners of the levee district that any person that tampers with any levees will be fined and billed for time and material needed to repair the breach back to the previous conditions.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bellanger, seconded by Commissioner Besson, and unanimously agreed to adjourn the meeting at 12:37 p.m.
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
