MINUTES OF THE GRAND ISLE INDEPENDENT 

LEVEE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS REGULAR MEETING

TUESDAY, AUGUST 13, 2013
11:00 A.M.

The Grand Isle Independent Levee District met on Tuesday, August 13, 2013, at 
11:00 a.m. in a regular meeting at the Grand Isle Multiplex Center with the following commissioners:

Present:  3 Commissioners – David Camardelle, Kelly Besson, Sr. and Arthur Bellanger

Absent: 0 
President Camardelle called the meeting to order and then led with the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by a prayer.

A motion was made by Commissioner Besson, seconded by Commissioner Bellanger and unanimously agreed to approve the minutes of the meeting held on July 16, 2013 as read.

President Camardelle stated that he went to Baton Rouge last week and met with DNR about dredging Bayou Rigaud and adding more breakwaters around Fifi Island to contain the spoils from dredging. The breakwaters will help with tidal surges from tidal activities. The dredging project is a joint project between the town, levee board, port commission, Jefferson Parish, State and federal agencies.
President Camardelle also stated that he met with Senator Alario while in Baton Rouge to discuss Capital Outlay Project which will place more segmented rock breakwaters on the north side of Grand Isle. Jefferson Parish is bidding out construction of two more breakwaters which will also be placed on the north side of Grand Isle. 

President Camardelle also wants to thank Senator Landrieu, Senator Vitter, and Representative Scalise to help with the battle against growing insurance premiums for coastal areas including Grand Isle.  The Louisiana Delegation is working with FEMA on the flood maps that regulate insurance premiums.
The old “Whisper Wave” Project is now being replaced by a rock breakwater project. This project is being placed on the north end of Fifi Island helping to protect areas of Grand Isle that has no land to block the wave actions from severe weather. Jefferson Parish gave the notice to proceed to Pine Bluff Construction Company. This breakwater project will be complete before September 1, 2013.

The levee board engineers have completed the quarterly inspection on the levee between Orange Lane and Walnut and the Hebert levee. These inspections are being done to help the levee board receive funding in case of levee breaks due to tidal or weather related conditions. The commissioners monitor these levees weekly.
The levee board agreed to authorize President Camardelle to work with Wildlife and Fisheries on the Elmer’s Island Property as long as the state will not make the area a refuge area prohibiting crabbing, oystering, fishing, or duck hunting. The levee board would be interested in making an air strip on Elmer’s Island.

Joint motion by the commissioners of the levee district to authorize Shaw Coastal to prepare the permit application to install additional breakwaters around Fifi Island. These breakwaters will help contain dredge material from Bayou Rigaud and help curtail tidal waves.
The following resolution was introduced jointly by the board of commissioners:
