Two additional rock breakwater are ready to be bid out and waiting on the approval from Jefferson Parish.

President Camardelle stated he will be attending a CPRA meeting in Baton Rouge Wednesday. CPRA is helping with the new breakwaters and will be installing more breakwaters.
