Safety Committee Report: Arthur Bosworth IV, Chairman
Commissioner Bosworth reported that there were no lost time accidents.  The Safety Meeting for the Maintenance Department was held on September 14, 2020 for the Vacherie location and Sunset location and started at 6:00 AM.  Two films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed at the Vacherie location and three films were shown at the sunset location. The two films at the Vacherie location were: Protecting Yourself Against Covid-19 & Other Contagious Illnesses and Tractor Safety.  The three films at the Sunset location were: Heat Stress, Eye Injuries, and It Won’t Happen to Me in the Workplace. The next Safety Meeting is scheduled for October 12, 2020.  

Equipment Committee Report: Jeffery Henry, Chairman
Commissioner Henry reported that all of the district’s light and heavy-duty equipment is presently operational.  All equipment is located on their respective job sites or here at the maintenance shop.  At 6:50 am on September 16, 2020, a worker was backing a tractor on the front side of levee slope when he jack knifed the mower.  The tractor climbed the mower and flipped on its side.  The supervisor went to him as he climbed out and asked if he was ok.  He stated he was just shook up.  The tractor was rolled on its wheels safely and has minimal damage (exhaust pipe, mirror, hand rail, few broken bolts…).  The worker was taken to do a drug test and repairs have been started on the tractor.
