
Committee Meeting


February 19, 2014
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: John Boughton, Robert LeBlanc, President, Wayne Waguespack, Whitney Jasmin Jr., James Jasmin, Michael McKinney, Vice-President, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, Leonce Carmouche and Russell Loupe were present. Attorney Larry Buquoi, Clinton Rouyea, External Accountant, Joseph Dantin, Marlin Rogers and William Sirmon, Jr. were absent.
There were no audience comments on agenda items.

Mr. Sam Scholle, Public Works Director from St. Charles Parish discussed a proposed CEA agreement between St. Charles Parish and Lafourche Basin Levee District for taking over the operations and maintenance of all of St. Charles Parish earthen levees located on the West Bank of St. Charles Parish. If the Board of Lafourche Basin Levee District agrees to take levees over; it would satisfy the revenue utilization requirements outlined in L.R.S. Title 38:334 (A).  It was agreed by the members that the request from Parish President V.J. St. Pierre, Jr. would be placed on the agenda for consideration at the March 11, 2014 Regular Board meeting. 


The Safety Committee Report was presented by Commissioner John Boughton.  He reported that since the last safety report was given that we had no lost time accidents to report. The last safety meeting was held on February 17, 2014 and it started at 6:00 a.m. Three films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed. They were as follows:
Sexual Harassment in the Workplace; Supervisors Safety; and Protecting Against Aids in the Workplace.

The next safety meeting is scheduled for Monday March 17, 2014, at 6:00 a.m.

The Equipment Committee Report was p0resent by Commissioner Leonce Carmouche.  He said that as of today, all of the district’s equipment is fully operational. He further reported that the pre-bid opening for the two vehicles that were advertised would be held on March 5, 2014 at 11:00 a.m. The results will be presented to the Board at the Regular Board meeting of March 11, 2014.

Ivy Chauvin presented the off-levee project update report.

Randy discussed a letter received from the New Orleans District Corps of Engineers regarding last year’s Federal Levee Inspection.  The Commissioners requested that it be place on the bulletin board in the maintenance shop and to further thank the Maintenance Department for a job well done.
Since there were no other Committee matters to discuss, it was moved by, Commissioner Boughton to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Carmouche.
