
Committee Meeting


March 18, 2015
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: Wayne Waguespack, Russell Loupe, John Boughton, Whitney Jasmin Jr., James Jasmin, Vice-President, Michael McKinney, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, Ivy Chauvin, Assistant Executive Director, President Robert LeBlanc, Leonce Carmouche, Marlin Rogers and Joseph Dantin were present. Attorney Larry Buquoi was absent.
The Equipment Committee Report was presented by Chairman: Leonce Carmouche. He reported that all of the District’s equipment is presently operational. Randy requested authorization to purchase on state contract through John Deere Company three new cab tractors and three new mowers. It was approved to have this placed on the agenda for the April 1, 2015 Regular meeting. There were no objections.

The Safety Committee Report was presented by Commissioner John Boughton. He stated that since the last safety report was given, we have had no lost time accidents. He stated the last safety meeting was held on March 16, 2015. The following films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed:

He concluded by stating that the next safety meeting is scheduled for Monday April 13, 2015 at 6:00 a.m. There were no questions.
The Personnel Committee Report was presented by Commissioner Russell Loupe. He said that Randy is requesting authorization to hire three new mobile equipment operators. Two for the maintenance department. He said one is needed to replace one employee who just retired and two more who will be retiring soon. It was approved to have this placed on the agenda for the April 1, 2015 Regular meeting. There were no objections.

Randy discussed the 13th Annual Mayors Conference to be held in Grand Isle, Louisiana on April 23rd thru April 25, 2015.

Randy also advised the Commissioners that the Mississippi River had now reached 11.0 feet at Carrollton New Orleans and that Phase I Flood Fight has begun.

Commissioner Dantin requested that the Notice to Proceed for the 404 permit of the Lafourche Basin Levee District Hurricane Project be placed on the agenda for April 1, 2015 meeting.

Mr. Dantin also discussed going out on bid for the May 12, 2015 insurance renewal package. Mr. Whitney Jasmin asked him if he wanted to also place this on the agenda, and he said no, that the secretaries could do this for the Board.  

Since there were no other Committee matters to discuss, it was moved by, Commissioner Carmouche to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner James Jasmin.
