
Committee Meeting


May 27, 2015
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: Wayne Waguespack, Russell Loupe, Stanley Folse, Whitney Jasmin Jr., James Jasmin, Vice-President, Michael McKinney, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, President Robert LeBlanc, Leonce Carmouche, Joseph Dantin, Marlin Rogers, Eric Matherne and Attorney Larry Buquoi were present. Ivy Chauvin, Assistant Executive Director was absent.
Mr. Joey Murray and Mr. Michael Tabb with Murray Architects discussed the three options with regards to the proposed roof replacement of our facility:
Option 1. Is estimated at $100,428.00. 
Option 2. Is estimated at $159,011.00 and 
Option 3. Is estimated at $267,808.00. 
They further said that if the Board approved, they would bid this out to contractors, and the bids would be received here at the Lafourche Basin Levee District. Commissioner James Jasmin asked Randy if this was in our 2015 budget, and the answer was no, that if the Board decided to go out for bids that the budget would have to be amended. Commissioner Russell Loupe said he thought these prices were very expensive. 

Commissioner Leonce Carmouche presented the Equipment Committee report. He said that as of today, all of the district’s equipment is presently operational. There were no questions.

The Safety Committee report was presently by Commissioner Whitney Jasmin. He stated that since our last safety meeting we had no lost time accidents to report. The last safety meeting was held on May 13, 2015 at 6:00 a.m. Three films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed. They were as follows:
Housekeeping Responsibilities; Fire Extinguisher Training; and When Lightning Strikes.

The next Safety meeting is scheduled for Monday June 15, 2015 at 6:00 a.m.

Since there were no other Committee matters to discuss, Commissioner McKinney moved to adjourn and was seconded by Commissioner Marlin Rogers.
