
Committee Meeting

June 17, 2015 
The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.

There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

Commissioner Whitney Jasmin Jr. presented the Safety Committee report. He said since the last report was given, that we had no lost time accidents to report to the Board. The last safety meeting for the maintenance department was held on June 15, 2015. The following films from the National Safety Council were shown and discussed: Summer Safety; Housekeeping Responsibilities; and Hard Hats Hard Heads.

He indicated that Cazenave was the apparent 

 low bidder on all vehicles, and that this will be placed on the

 July 1, 2015 Regular meeting agenda for the Board to be awarded.

Randy gave an update on the gutter replacement and leak repairs of the maintenance shop. He reported that as the Board requested at the June 10, 2015 Finance meeting he contacted by phone Mr. Joey Murray of Murray Architects and Mr. Murray agreed to the wishes of the Board and will place the contract on hold till further notice. So they can place this in the 2016 Annual Budget. Randy closed by saying that Mr. Blaine Bourgeois is suppose to submit at estimate to replace one (1) bad gutter on the rear of the maintenance shop.
