The Committee Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.

Commissioner John Boughton presented the Safety Committee Report.  He stated that since the last report was given that there were no lost time accidents to report to the Board.
