
Finance Meeting


April 8, 2015 
The Finance Meeting of the Lafourche Basin Levee District met at the official domicile of the Board in Vacherie, Louisiana and was called to order by its President Robert LeBlanc at 6:00 p.m.
The following Commissioners were in attendance: President Robert LeBlanc, Vice-President Michael McKinney, Sr., Leonce Carmouche, Whitney Jasmin, Jr., Marlin Rogers, James Jasmin, Russell Loupe, Eric Matherne, Randy Trosclair, Executive Director, Ivy Chauvin, Assistant Executive Director, and Attorney Wayne Waguespack were present. Joseph Dantin and Larry Buquoi was absent
There were no audience comments on the agenda items.

Randy Trosclair presented the cash status report for the period ending March 31, 2015. He stated that the total book balance for the month was $13,148,649.06. There were no questions.

Mr. Tommy Landry with Arthur J. Gallagher Risk Management Services, Inc. presented the insurance proposals for the years 2015-2016 program. He stated that for this year’s renewal we have an estimated savings of $44,461.74. Randy informed the Board that our present insurance policies end on May 12, 2015 and due to a couple of conferences coming up, that the Board has changed the date of the May 6, 2015 Regular meeting to May 13, 2015, one day later than the insurance coverage ending May 12, 2015. Therefore, he raised the question, would the Board authorize the Executive Director to renew the coverage on behalf of the Board and have this authorization ratified at the May 13, 2015 Regular meeting and there were no objections.

Commissioner Whitney Jasmin recognized Deacon Warren Pierre who would like to address the Board and there were no objections. Mr. Pierre addressed the Board regarding a project he would like to get done at the Catholic Church in Edgard. He would like to complete installing a sewer line. Mr. Pierre was advised to wait until the Mississippi River gets below 11.0 feet in New Orleans.


A copy of the draft minutes of the April 1, 2015 Regular meeting was presented. President LeBlanc said if there were any deletions or corrections, to let Randy know. 


Commission Carmouche requested that Randy contact Murray Architects & Associates and ask them to be present during next Wednesday’s Committee meeting to present a update on the status of the proposed roof replacement.


All bills presented were reviewed and approved for payment.
