BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Commissioners of the Lafourche Basin Levee District hereby agree to submit a Capital Outlay Application to the Louisiana of Division of Administration, due by November 1, 2017. The scope of the application will be for the purpose of advancing the Planning, Permitting, Design, Right-of-Ways, and Construction of Levee Floodgates, Environmental Structures, and other Flood Control Systems for the Upper Barataria Risk Reduction Project. The Board of Commissioners hereby agrees to provide a 50% local match in the amount of $1,500,000 toward the $3,000,000 request. 

FURTHER, the Board of Commissioners hereby authorize the firm of Burk-Kleinpeter, Inc., in consult and coordination with APTIM and GIS Engineering, to prepare and submit the Capital Outlay Request for 2018-2019 for the Upper Barataria Risk Reduction Project on behalf of the Lafourche Basin Levee District.

It was announced that the annual levee inspection with the Corps of Engineers and Coastal Protection and Restoration Authority is October 11, 2017 at 8:30 a.m. starting at the Jefferson - St. Charles Parish line.
