On motion of Commissioner Dantin and seconded by Rogers to amend the agenda to allow for the discussion of possibly passing a resolution to show the support of Lafourche Basin Levee District of the efforts of St. Charles Parish Government to complete a flood protection levee system. After a unanimous vote of approval, the item was placed on the agenda.


On motion of Commissioner Dantin, seconded by Commissioner Rogers that the Lafourche Basin Levee District pass the following resolution showing its support of St. Charles Parish Government’s efforts to maintain and complete a flood protection system to protect the people of St. Charles Parish.
