


Finance Committee Meeting
September 8, 2015

Finance Chairman Jack Moore called to order the Finance Committee Meeting of the Terrebonne Levee and Conservation District at the office located at 220 Clendenning Road, Houma, Louisiana 70363, on September 8, 2015, at 6:00 P.M.

Victoria Rouse led the opening prayer, and Commissioner Leward Henry led the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag.
Upon roll call by Mrs. Rouse, Commissioners recorded as present were: Tony Alford, Carl Chauvin, Buddy Daisy, Leward Henry, Jack Moore, Darrin Guidry, Steve Ledet, and Lee Shaffer. Commissioner Howard Pinkston is recorded as absent.

Under PUBLIC, Chairman Moore made a call for Public for the purpose of discussion regarding the increase of commissioner per diems pursuant to Act 423 of the 2015 Regular Louisiana Legislative Session. Motion by: Chauvin, 2nd by Henry, to close the call for Public. Motion passed.

Motion: Ledet, Seconded: Henry, to approve new per diem rate to be 75% of the rate allowable for per diem deduction pursuant to 26 U.S.C. 162 (h)(1)(B)(ii), beginning October 1, 2015. Motion passed.

Under Management’s Report, Mrs. Rouse presented the Financial Report FME 31 August 2015. Motion to accept as presented: Daisy, Seconded: Chauvin. Motion passed.

Chairman Moore recognized Roger Dehart as present in the audience.

Chairman Moore asked for approval of the warrant listing, as presented. Motion: Chauvin, Seconded: Henry. Motion passed.

Under Executive Director’s Report, Mr. Dupre asked the board to authorize the advertisement for bids for annual paint supply. Motion: Henry, Seconded: Daisy. Motion passed.

Mr. Dupre asked the board to authorize the surplus of TLCD Units 87, 88, 89, and 93. The pickup trucks will be sent for auction through Terrebonne Parish. Motion: Henry, Seconded: Ledet. Motion passed.
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Under President’s Report, Mr. Alford had nothing to report.

Commissioner Darrin Guidry provided the board with an update on local tax collections as noted in the report from the Sales Tax Advisory Committee.
