A. Roll Call – Terry Morris called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Commission members present were Terry Morris, Richard Royal, Steve Cagle, and Steve Adams. Todd DeMoss, Ken Myers and Chris Holtzclaw were absent. Bill Carter and Neal DeForest were also present.

B. Invocation/Pledge of Allegiance – Richard Royal led the invocation, and Steve Cagle led the Pledge of Allegiance.

C. Public Comment Registration – No one signed up for public comment.  

D.	Agenda Approval – Motion was made by Richard Royal and seconded by Steve Adams to approve the Agenda. The motion passed unanimously.

E.	Approval of Minutes – Motion was made by Richard Royal and seconded by Steve Adams to approve the Minutes of May 2025 meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

1. Approve May and June 2025 Bank Account Summary – Motion was made by Richard Royal and seconded by Steve Cagle to approve the May and June 2025 Bank Account Summary. The motion passed unanimously.

G.	Old and New Business:

1. Boat Launch Areas - General Maintenance / Improvements – Richard Royal said that the light at Hog Pen has been installed. Steve Adams recommended more gravel at Hog Pen. 

2. Boat Launch Fees - Status - Richard Royal said that year to date, $23,112.59 has been collected in daily launch fees and permit sales.

3. Handicapped Fishing Pier – Bill Carter summarized Gaynell Pepper’s comments and the discussion of the project at the May meeting. Steve Adams and Steve Cagle both mentioned potential locations and Steve Adams suggested access to electricity and a paved parking area were important factors. Mr. Adams said that he and Neal DeForest have located a good area for the project on Ramp Road. Mr. DeForest stated that he will prepare a preliminary site plan, and place markers at the site to indicate where construction of the paved road would begin and welcomed feedback from the Commissioners. 

4. Fish Stocking Program – Terry Morris stated that 60,000 three-inch fingerlings were stocked. Several Commissioners reiterated the report from Ryan Daniels and the supporters of the program. 

5. Terral Island Ramp Fish Cleaning Station – Neal DeForest said that the Terral Island Fish Cleaning Station will need a fish grinder. Steve Adams noted that the idea for the Station would be a 12 foot x 12 foot structure with a center cleaning station which would be over the water.  

6. Reminders: (a) Louisiana Annual Ethics Training (Due December 31), and (b) Annual Financial Disclosure (Due May 15) – Richard Royal reminded everyone about the Ethics training and Financial Disclosure filing.  

H. Public Comment – No one signed up for public comment.
