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Chairman Lala welcomed the newest member of the Commission, Commissioner Charles “Chuck” R. Henderson, Jr. The Executive Director
reported Commissioner Henderson had been appointed by the Governor on December 16, 2022, to represents the 7" Motor Vehicle District and
primarily engaged in the business of both recreational and marine product sales.

The Executive Director advised the Commission Members in respond to their decision on November 16, 2022, General Motors revised proposed
advertising rule change and re-submitted for approval:

The redline version:

“La. Admin. Code, title 46, Pt. V, Sec 709

(A) [Atieensee] Motor vehicle dealers and recreational products dealers may advertise [a] specific [vehicte-ortinemake
of-vehietesfor-sale] new motor vehicles or new recreational products or line-makes which they are licensed to sell if:
1. The specific vehicle or line is in [the] their possession [ef-theticensee] at the time the advertisement is place, or the
vehicle may be obtained from the manufacturer or distributor [erseme-othersotree], and this information is clearly and
conspicuously disclosed in the advertisement; and
2. The price advertisement sets forth the number of vehicles available at the time the advertisement is placed, or a
dealer can show he has available a reasonable expectable public demand based on prior experience. In addition, if
an advertisement pertains to only one specific vehicle, then the advertisement must also disclose the vehicle’s stock
number or vehicle identification number.

(B) [Heensees] Dealers may advertise a specific used vehicle [er-vehictes] for sale only if [~4] the specific used vehicle
[er-vehietes] is in the possession of the dealer at the time the advertisement is placed [:] and [2] the title certificate to
the used vehicle has been assigned to the dealer, except as provided in 1 and 2, below.

. A motor vehicle dealer may advertise a used motor vehicle for sale when that used motor vehicle is in the possession
of the manufacturer, distributor or manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial institution. That advertisement must
clearly and conspicuously disclose that the used motor vehicle is in the possession of the manufacturer, distributor or
manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial institution and that the used motor vehicle is available to be shipped to
the advertising motor vehicle dealer from the manufacturer, distributor, or manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial
institution within a reasonable period of time, not to exceed 10 business days.

2. A dealer may advertise a used vehicle for sale when that used vehicle is in the possession of a different dealership(s)
under common ownership. That advertisement must clearly and conspicuously disclose that the used vehicle is in the
possession of an affiliate dealership and state the specific location of the used vehicle, and that the used vehicle is

available to be shipped to the dealer within a reasonable period of time, not to exceed 10 business days.

(C) This Section does not prohibit general advertising of vehicles by a manufacturer, dealer advertising association, or
distributor and the inclusion of the names and addresses of the dealers selling such vehicles in the particular area.”

And the clean version:
“La. Admin. Code, title 46, Pt. V, Sec 709
(A) Motor vehicle dealers and recreational products dealers may advertise specific new motor vehicles or new recreational
products or line-makes which they are licensed to sell if:

1. The specific vehicle or line is in their possession at the time the advertisement is place, or the vehicle may be obtained
from the manufacturer or distributor of, and this information is clearly and conspicuously disclosed in the advertisement;
and

2. The price advertisement sets forth the number of vehicle available at the time the advertisement is placed or a dealer
can show he has available a reasonable expectable public demand based on prior experience. In addition, if an
advertisement pertains to only one specific vehicle, then the advertisement must also disclose the vehicle’s stock
number or vehicle identification number.

(B) Dealers may advertise a specific used vehicle for sale only if the specific used vehicle is in the possession of the dealer
at the time the advertisement is placed and the title certificate to the used vehicle has been assigned to the dealer, except
as provided in 1 and 2, below.

1. A motor vehicle dealer may advertise a used motor vehicle for sale when that used motor vehicle is in the possession
of the manufacturer, distributor or manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial institution. That advertisement must
clearly and conspicuously disclose that the used motor vehicle is in the possession of the manufacturer, distributor or
manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial institution and that the used motor vehicle is available to be shipped to
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the advertising motor vehicle dealer from the manufacturer, distributor, or manufacturer or distributor’s affiliated financial
institution within a reasonable period of time, not to exceed 10 business days.

2. Adealer may advertise a used vehicle for sale when that used vehicle is in the possession of a different dealership(s)
under common ownership. That advertisement must clearly and conspicuously disclose that the used vehicle is in the
possession of an affiliate dealership and state the specific location of the used vehicle, and that the used vehicle is
available to be shipped to the dealer within a reasonable period of time, not to exceed 10 business days.”

A lengthy discussion ensued. At the conclusion of the discussion, Commission Randy Scoggin made a motion to adopt this proposed language
with addition of the word “majority” before “common ownership” under paragraph (B)2. Commission Marcotte second this motion.

At the conclusion of this discussion, Commissioner Lala proposed to set up a committee to review current advertising rules and propose rules
change. Commissioner Marcotte second this motion. The Chairman asked Commissioners Allen Krake, Price LeBlanc, Maurice Guidry, Scott
Courville, and Stephen Guidry and they agreed to serve on the committee.

The Executive Director presented to the Commission Members the Comprehensive Projected Budget for 2023- 2024. After a brief discussion
regarding the budget, Commissioner Krake made a motion to adopt the following resolution:

“To adopt the Louisiana Motor Vehicle Commission Comprehensive Projected Budget for 2023 - 2024, for submission to the
Office of the Legislative Auditor.

WHEREAS, the Louisiana Motor Vehicle Commission has reviewed the Comprehensive Projected Budget for 2023 - 2024 and
find same to be a complete financial plan for the ensuing year.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Louisiana Motor Vehicle Commission, that the Comprehensive Projected for 2023 -
2024 be adopted.”

Commissioner Marcotte seconded this motion and it was unanimously approved.
