1) House Concurrent Resolution No. 162
A NAS Study Resolution was successfully enrolled by the Louisiana legislature this legislative. The resolution calls for the Perinatal Commission to study and submit a report that makes policy recommendations related to the prevention of NAS by March 1, 2016 

2) Planning Subcommittee
Dr. Rodney Wise has agreed to chair a subcommittee of the Perinatal Commission charged with developing a timeline and goals for Resolution No. 162. 
Karis will collect names of those interested in serving on the NAS Study Resolution Subcommittee

Regional Coordinators at the Bureau of Family Health might be a great resource, as well as Medicaid and Project LAUNCH.
Dr. Barrilleaux  noted that a summit might be a good option where practitioners from  all touch points could be convened to work through making recommendations related to NAS – for example, social workers, Medicaid, social justice, sheriff’s associations, and rehabilitation center staff.
