Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 12:35 by Earl Thibodaux, Vice Chairman.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1).  Motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to approve the agenda as written; seconded by Mr. Sanders and unanimously approved.

Motion made by Mr. Sanders to add Dr. Cataldie to our agenda out of order.  Seconded by Mr. Wright and unanimously approved.

Mr. Thibodaux thanked Dr. Cataldie for joining us and agreeing to speak to our members.  He then introduced Dr. Cataldie, Medical Director of Physician’s Health Foundation of Louisiana Physician’s Health Program, to everyone present.  Dr. Cataldie distributed informational Physician’s Health Program flyers and informed the Board members of services that they provide.  He cited other agencies they work with and their success rate.  After some discussion between Dr. Cataldie and members, he ended by offering their Health Program’s support in any way needed.  

After a brief review of the August 27, 2014, minutes, Ms. LaBrosse made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The minutes were seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.  

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert led a brief discussion concerning the information Dr. Cataldie presented on behalf of the Physician’s Health Program.  Mr. Hebert concluded that we now have three options:  (1) continue as provided for in Chapter 13 of the Louisiana Administrative Code, (2) adopt the Board of Nursing’s policies, or (3) use the Physician’s Health Program.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Crabtree made a motion to make application to Physician’s Health Program and, if accepted, report back to the Board as to any costs involved before making a decision.  This motion was seconded by Mr. Sanders and unanimously approved.

Education Committee Report
Mr. Wright presented the Education Report (tab 4).  There was some discussion relating to how many licensed Administrators are currently running facilities and possibly new ideas to entice Administrators not running LA homes, to continue renewing their license.  Motion was made to accept the education reports as presented by Mr. Naquin, seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
No new financials presented at this meeting due to the brief period since last meeting.  Mr. Wright asked if there were any questions.  Being none, motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to accept the Financial report; seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.

Review of Applicants
Applications were made available for review (Tab 11).  Applicants’ files were distributed for review.  Motion to ratify the following individuals, individually, to sit for the examinations by Mr. Wilbanks; seconded by Mr. Wright, motion carried unanimously.
