Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 12:40 by Earl Thibodaux, Vice Chair.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1).  Motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to approve the agenda as written; seconded by Dr. Nelson and unanimously approved.

After a brief review of the January 14, 2015, minutes, Mr. Crabtree made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The minutes were seconded by Dr. Nelson and unanimously approved.  

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Executive Director’s report (Tab 3).  Mr. Hebert updated the Board of our continuous cost savings improvements.  As he continued, he reminded the Board that our current TLC program can no longer be updated due to its antiquity.  The office staff has been proactive in pursuing the best direction for improvement.  Our IT Company, Trisine, is fully aware of our procedures and the current needs which include providing online tracking of the AIT’s training and more.

Mr. Hebert informed the Board of his participation in the successful LNHA and LABENFA co-sponsored seminar and his attendance at the LEADER Conference.  This led to a meeting with Ben E. Keith Foods, a new LA food vendor.  There was a brief discussion of allowing Ben E. Keith Foods to make a short presentation at our next Preceptor Training class.  It was made known that the office staff will state before a short presentation, that LABENFA is not endorsing any Vendor but allowing a speaker to inform attendees of a product.  

Mr. Hebert stated that we already have a general provision to protect us regarding our disciplinary procedure but Mr. Smith, our Board attorney suggested we pattern new provisions from the Board of Nursing and change our statues to include a section that provides for absolute non-liability for all actions taken by a committee or the Board.  No vote was made.

Mr. Hebert informed the Board of an incident regarding a confidential report that indicated that the Nurse Aide Registry’s contract was not going to be renewed.  Our current contract ends June 30, 2015.  Mr. Thibodaux noted that this comment had been around before but this is the first time DHH ever approached one of the NAR staff.  Further discussion was tabled as we expect additional information from the LNHA members who will be joining us after the LNHA Board meeting.  Mr. Thibodaux said will not act on anything until we have more definitive information.

Motion was made to accept the Executive Directors report by Mr. Crabtree, seconded by Mr. Wright and unanimously approved.

Education Committee Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Education Report (tab 4).  After a brief discussion, motion was made to accept the education reports as presented by Ms. LaBrosse, seconded by Mr. Wright and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Finance report (Tabs 5 & 6). There was some discussion of the win-win results of our LNHA and LABENFA co-sponsored classes.  Mr. Hebert extended his appreciation to Margaret Huguet, as she has been a valued presenter in multiple continuing education courses.  

Discussion continued regarding the Nurse Aide Registry.  Mr. Crabtree noted that we will finish out this fiscal year, as is, but this leaves us in question of the possible financial impact if the Nurse Aide Registry does not renew its contract.  Mr. Hebert said he has been proactively following up on potential situations to the possible loss of the Nurse Aide Registry.

Motion was made by Mr. Thibodaux to accept the Financial Committee reports; seconded by Ms. Wright and unanimously approved.

Review of Applicants
