Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 12:45 by Teddy R. Price, Chairman.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1).  Motion was made by Dr. Nelson to approve the agenda as written; seconded by Ms. LaBrosse and unanimously approved.

After a brief review of the October 15, 2014, minutes, Dr. Nelson made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  The minutes were seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.  

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert began his report with LABENFA’s Annual Report of Activity (Tab 3).  The Annual Report was included in the Board member’s notebooks for review.

Mr. Hebert continued with an update on the progress of Mr. Mize and FirstLab.  Information and a brief discussion continued as Mr. Hebert updated the Board on upcoming co-sponsored Continuing Education, our Preceptor Training and NAB Review Seminars. 

Prompted by a telephone conversation from DHH in December 2014, a brief discussion ensued regarding the Nurse Aide Registry who is currently housed in our Baton Rouge office and possible changes by DHH regarding the Nurse Aide Registry and our contract.  The current Nurse Aide Registry workforce has two full time employees who are both getting close to retirement age.  Mr. Goux suggested we check to see if we qualify for a workforce grant to train someone with the current Nurse Aide staff in preparation for the future.  A brief discussion continued of different possible scenarios. 

The Board members were reminded of their obligation to complete their Ethics Training and submit their annual financial disclosures.  Staff was instructed to forward the link to the Ethic Board for their convenience. 

Motion was made to accept the Executive Directors report by Mr. Thibodaux, seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.

Education Committee Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Education Report (tab 4).  After a brief discussion, motion was made to accept the education reports as presented by Ms. LaBrosse, seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
