Mr. Spaht presented the following legal matters for discussion/action:

A. Rule § 1315 (Continuing Education) — The board reviewed the NOI published
on November 20, 2011, in the Louisiana Register proposing to amend Rule §
1315 of the board rules concerning continuing education. The NOI was
reviewed for informational purposes only, as insufficient time had expired for |
adoption of the proposed amendments. Formal adoption will be considered at [
an upcoming meeting. i

B. Rule § 1305 (Placing of Seal or Stamp) — The board reviewed for informational
purposes a draft of a NOI which will be published on January 20, 2012, in the
Louisiana Register proposing to amend Rule § 1305. The proposed rule
amendment, if adopted, will provide that contract drawings and specifications






include construction documents prepared for bidding or for receipt of proposals, :
as well as such documents submitted for permitting.

Building Official’s Guide to Architecture Requirements — Mr. McKinney |
reported on the meetings of members and representatives of the board and
LAPELS held on October 12 and December 7, 2011, concerning updating the |
Reference Manual for Building Officials and Design Professionals. Comments |
and suggestions were received from the OFM and the Louisiana Uniform
Construction Code Council, and the manual is being updated in accordance with
those comments. Ms. Simmons will provide the current draft to AIA Louisiana,
and LAPELS will likewise provide the current draft to its professional
organization. Ms. Simmons and Lynn Robertson will coordinate the best |
manner for informing architects of this update. ‘

2013 Southern Conference — Mr. McKinney reported that New Orleans is one
of the venues being considered for the 2013 meeting of the Southern
Conference. Puerto Rico is the more likely venue, if it is interested. After
discussion, it was decided that Ms. Simmons, working with the board, will .
submit a proposal for the 2013 meeting. '

Writing Specifications — The board reviewed a string of emails to/from Robert
Swan, an emeritus architect, asking if “writing specs” is considered the practice
of architecture. R.S. 37:141.B.3 defines the practice of architecture; it provides
that architectural services include “providing . . . specifications, and other
technical submissions.” Rule § 1313.A.1 interprets R.S. 37:152.B, and it
clarifies when specifications or other related documents will be deemed to have
been prepared either by the architect or under the architect’s responsible
supervision. After discussion, the board concluded that “writing specs” is the
practice of architecture, as provided by R.S. 37:141.B.3. The board further |
concluded that Mr. Swan, as an emeritus architect, could “write specs” for an
architect, provided the requirements of Rule § 1313.A.1 are satisfied. Ms.
Simmons will so advise Mr. Swan.

Appearance of Lynn Robertson — Ms. Robertson distributed the very recent
Attorney General Opinion 11-0048 dated December 7, 2011. The opinion has
already received some criticism, and it is currently being reviewed and its full
implications explored by AIA Louisiana.

Continuing Education Reciprocity — The board reviewed a string of emails |
to/from Robert Steinmetz describing problems that he believed existed |
regarding continuing education reciprocity. No action by the board on this issue |
was deemed necessary, as the information was provided by Mr. Steinmetz to the
board for its general knowledge on this issue.

Architectural Steel Design, LLC — The board reviewed a letter dated November |
30, 2011, from Bennett Johnson asking permission to use the name
Architectural Steel Design, LLC. The letter stated that neither Mr. Johnson nor
anyone who works for him is a licensed architect.






R.S. 37:145 provides: “[n]o person shall practice architecture in this state, or ‘
use the title ‘architect’, or any term derived therefrom, or display or use any
title, sign, advertisement, or other device to indicate that such person practices |
or offers to practice architecture, or renders architectural services, or is an |
architect, unless such person shall have secured from the board a certificate of
registration and license in the manner hereinafter provided . . . .” After
discussion, the board concluded that the name “Architectural Steel Design,
LLC” violates R.S. 37:145. The board was uncertain whether it had the
authority to grant a waiver of the prohibition contained in R.S. 37:145;
regardless, the board is unwilling to grant any waiver. Ms. Simmons will so
advise Mr. Johnson.

Emeritus/Joe Holt — By email dated December 8, 2011, Joe Holt advised that he
was interested in pursuing Emeritus Status and asked if, as an emeritus
architect, he could provide certain services. Mr. Holt advised that he does not
prepare drawings or specifications for architectural purposes, does not stamp
drawings or specifications, does not provide architectural services for any
architectural clients or architectural firms, and holds AIA emeritus status at this
time. Mr. Holt described the activities that he provides as a consultant for
project owners, attorneys, and architects. For project owners, Mr. Holt’s
activities include: 1

o acting as Owner Representative on construction
projects, advising Owners as to correct procedures of
the Architect and Contractor on a construction project

o reviewing Architect’s drawings on the project

o reviewing contractor Pay Applications .

o attending regular project meetings '

Rule § 1105 provides, in pertinent part, that “[o]nly a registrant who is fully and
completely retired from the practice of architecture may request emeritus
status.” After discussion, the board concluded that the activities mentioned
above by Mr. Holt constitute the practice of architecture. If Mr. Holt intends to
perform the activities described above, he may not request emeritus status. Ms. |
Simmons will so advise Mr. Holt.

CRC matters — Mr. Eddleman presented the following CRC matters:

Case # 2011-42 — Design Perspectives, Inc. — Mr. Eddleman reported on an |
unlicensed firm that may have used an advertisement or other device to indicate
that the firm practiced or offered to practice architecture in Louisiana. It has
signed and returned a proposed Consent Order offered by the CRC. After
discussion, the Board unanimously approved a motion by Mr. Bacque, seconded
by Brinson, to approve the signed Consent Order.

Case # 2011 — 3 — Foil-Wyatt Architects & Planners, PLLC — Mr. Eddleman
reported on an unlicensed architectural firm that submitted an application for

architecture prior to obtaining licensure. It has signed and returned a proposed
Consent Order offered by the CRC.

Case # 2011 — 7 — Bounds and Gillespie, Architects, Inc. — Mr. Eddleman
reported on an unlicensed architectural firm that submitted an application for
firm licensure, admitting therein to the practicing and/or offering to practice
architecture prior to obtaining licensure. It has signed and returned the

Rick,
I think you all missed this one. You interpreted the wrong law.

Remember, it is the Architect’s licensing law that governs this area of sealing architectural documents,
not the engineers law. Only architects can practice architecture and only architects can place their
professional seal on a set of building plans. It is an exception to the architects licensing law that allows
“civil engineers” to place their seal on a set of building plans. Your opinion.focuses too heavily on the
engineers law; it should have focused more on the enabling law that allows engineers to seal
architectural documents, the Architects Licensing Law.

I still contend that your opinion is incorrect. The State Board of Architectural Examiners counsel may
want to weigh in on this one.

Dear Rep. Little: R.S. 40:1574(A) & (B).

You have asked this office for an opinion on the authorized scope of practice for an
engineer licensed by the Louisiana Professional Engineering and Land Surveying Board
("Engineering Board”). Your request was precipitated by the refusal of some public
agencies to recognize the license held by an agricultural engineer, but you advise that
this issue also applies to engineers specializing in other disciplines of engineering, such
as chemical, petroleum, and industrial.

The practice of engineering is regulated by Chapter 8 of Title 37 of the Louisiana
Revised Statutes, La. R.S. 37.681, et seq. ("Engineering Laws”). These statutes
prohibit the practice of engineering without a license issued pursuant to the statutory
requirements. La. R.S. 37:681. The Engineering Laws established the Engineering
Board to oversee the issuance of licenses, and to regulate the professions of
engineering and land surveying. La. R.S. 37:683. In accordance with its statutory
authority, the Engineering Board promulgated rules (“Engineering Rules”) that further
regulate the practice of engineering. See La. R.S. 37:688; L.A.C. 46.LXI:101, et seq.

The Engineering Board issues licenses to professional engineers who, in the opinion of
the Board, have met all statutory requirements for licensure. La. R.S. 37:693(A)(1).
The licensing statute specifies that “[p]rofessional engineers will be issued licenses by
the board as a professional engineer.” La. R.S. 37:693(A)(2). The licensing statute
further directs that each professional engineer be listed in one or more specific
disciplines of engineering:

The board shall list a professional engineer in one or more of the

disciplines of engineering approved by the National Council of Examiners

for Engineering and Surveying to signify the area in which the engineer
has demonstrated competence pursuant to education, experience, and
examination.

La. R.S. 37:693(A)(2). Thus, each licensed engineer is listed in a particular discipline,
such as agricultural engineering, civil engineering, electrical engineering, etc.’

The Engineering Board publishes the particular discipline (or disciplines) of each
licensed engineer in the format of a searchable online database, as authorized by La.
R.S. 37:692.% A professional engineer may use a stamp or seal that either designates
the specific discipline of the engineer, or simply identifies the licensee as a professional
engineer. La. R.S. 37:693(A)2), see also L. A.C. 46.1.X1:2507. Other than the right to
use a discipline-specific seal and the listing of a discipline in the roster, the regulatory
scheme bestows no privilege, right, limitation, or duty associated with the listing of a
particular discipline for a licensed engineer.

The only statutory limitation on the engineer’s area of practice, aside from licensure, is
that an engineer must be qualified to do the work he performs or offers to perform. La.
R.S. 37:698(A)(18). As noted above, an engineer is not licensed as an agricultural
engineer or a civil engineer; rather, the licensing statute specifies that each engineer is
licensed “"as a professional engineer.” La. R.S. 37:693(A)(2).> The Engineering Laws
therefore do not require that an engineer be listed in a particular discipline in order to
practice in that discipline.

The Engineering Rules restate the aforementioned statutory provisions concerning
licensure and disciplines:

The licensure law provides that professional engineers will be issued
licenses-by the board as a Professional Engineer and that the board shall
list a professional engineer in one or more of the disciplines of engineering

? Certain provisions of the Engineering Rules use language that would lead one lo believe that a
license is held in a particular discipline or disciplines. See, eg, LAC 461X1.1701(E). LAC
46.LX1:3103(A). LAC 46.LX1:3105(A). The provisions of rules promulgated by a state agency cannot,
however, prevail over contradictory statutes, and so we recognize the primacy of La. R S. 37:693(A)(2).

approved by the National Council of Examiners for Engineering and
Surveying (NCEES).

LAC 46.LXI:1901. The Engineering Rules place no restrictions on the practice of
engineering outside the discipline in which an engineer is listed. In fact, Section 2505 of
the Engineering Rules further emphasizes the requirement that an engineer need only
be qualified and competent in his area of practice:

A. Licensees shall perform services only in the area of their
competence.
B. Licensees shall undertake assignments only when qualified by

education or experience in the specific technical fields of engineering or
land surveying involved.

C. Licensees shall not affix their signatures or seals to any plans or
documents dealing with subject matters in which they fack competence,
nor to any such plan or document not prepared under their responsible
charge. ...

D. Licensees may accept an assignment outside of their areas of
competence to the extent that their services are restricted to those phases
of the project in which they are qualified, and to the extent that they are
satisfied that all other phases of such project will be performed or
supervised by licensed, qualified associates, consultants, or employees, in
which case they may then seal, sign and date the documents for the total

project. . . .

LAC 48.LXI1:12508. There is no siatutory or regulatory requirement that an engineer limit
his area of practice to the discipline in which he or she is officially listed. Therefore, this
office is of the opinion that, under the statutes and regulations governing the practice of
engineering, a licensed engineer is authorized to practice all disciplines in which the
engineer may be competent and qualified by education or experience, and that an
engineer’s practice is not limited to the discipline in which the engineer may be listed.

Our opinion does not preclude the existence of valid restrictions or additional
qualifications that may be imposed on the practice of engineering pursuant to
constitutional, statutory, or regulatory provisions validly enacted by state, federal, and
local governmental entities. Furthermore, nothing in this opinion would prevent a public
agency, in its capacity as a market participant, from demanding certain qualifications for
engineers that it retains, such as a minimum years of experience, minimum educational

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qualifications, or official listing in a certain discipline. We also note that, under the
Engineering Laws, if a question arises as to the competence of an engineer in a specific
discipline, the Engineering Board has the right to demand that the engineer submit to
the appropriate examinations in order to prove his or her competence. La. R.S.
37:688(E).

Your opinion request letter advises that some public agencies refuse to recognize an
engineering license held by engineers listed in certain disciplines. It is beyond the
scope of this opinion to review the actions of every public agency in the state to
evaluate whether such agencies are improperly refusing to recognize the licenses of
certain engineers. Nevertheless, in conversations with you and with other interested
parties, we understand that your opinion request arises from a policy of the state fire
marshal relevant to its consideration of plans for approval under La. R.S. 40:1574(A) &
(B). Specifically, in order to consider plans for construction or renovation that bear the
signature of a licensed engineer, the fire marshal requires that the licensed engineer be
listed in the particular discipline that would encompass the plans under submission. As
evidence of the official listing, the fire marshal also requires that the engineer use a
discipline-specific seal when signing the plans.

The fire marshal is a statutory office established by La. R.S. 40:1561, ef seq., and has
the general duty to “take all steps necessary and proper to protect life and property from
the hazards of fire and of panic which may arise from fire or from the threat of fire or
explosion.” La. R.S. 40:1563(A).° The fire marshal must approve all plans for
construction and renovation before any work is started on such plans:

A. No structure, watercraft, or movable shall be constructed until building
plans and specifications therefor have been submitted to and reviewed by
the fire marshal and appear to him to satisfactorily comply with the laws,
ruies, regulations, and codes of the state. -

B. No repair, remodeling, or addition shall be made to any structure,
watercraft, or movable affecting the exits, stairs, seating arrangement, fire
protection, or other details of construction covered by this Part until plans
and specifications therefor have been submitted to and reviewed by the
fire marshal and appear to him to satisfactorily comply with the laws, rules,
regulations, and codes of the state.

La. R.S. 40:1574(A) & (B). The role of the fire marshal with respect to approval of plans
‘ The duties of the fire marshal are limited with regard to projects constructed within local political
subdivisions in which the local governmental entity has created a fire prevention bureau. See La. R.S.

40:1563(C).
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for new construction and renovation is to ensure that the plans themselves “comply with
the laws, rules, regulations, and codes of the state.” /d.

The office of the fire marshal has confirmed that it requires the use of discipline-specific
seals by engineers who sign plans submitted for approval by the fire marshal as follows:

(a) The plans must be submitted under the signature of a principal design
professional who is responsibte for the entire project, and that professional must
be a licensed architect or a licensed civil engineer. If the principal design
professional is a civil engineer, then the engineer must be listed as a civil
engineer and must use a discipline-specific seal.

(b) If the overall plans include plans for building subsystems. and those subsystem
plans are prepared and signed by a licensed engineer, that engineer must be
listed in the paricular discipline that would encompass that subsystem, and must
use a discipline-specific seal.

In the latter case, for example, if a building owner submits plans for a new building, and
the building plans include plans for a heating and air conditioning (“HVAC") system
prepared by a licensed engineer, the fire marshal will not consider or approve the
overall plans unless that engineer is listed as a mechanical engineer and that engineer's
seal reflects that he or she is listed as a mechanical engineer.

In order to determine whether the fire marshal is properly requiring that engineers be
listed in certain disciplines, and that said engineers use discipline specific seals, in order
for their work to be considered for approval, we must determine whether any “laws,
rules, regulations and codes of the state” are being enforced by these requirements.
La. R.S. 40:1574(A) & (B). The fire marshal advises that its requirements are
nccessary to enforce the laws regulating the practice of orehitecture, La. R.S. 37:141, ef.
seq., ("Architecture Laws”) specifically La. R.S. 37:155 and LAC 46.1:1307.

Under the Chevron doctrine, an agency is normally accorded deference in its
interpretation of the statutory scheme that it is charged with administering. Chevron Inc.
v. Natural Res. Def. Council, inc., 467 U.S. 837, 844-45 (1984): see also QOakville
Community Action Group v. Louisiana Dep't of Env. Quality, 2005-1365 (La. App. 1 Cir.
5/5/06), 935 So.2d 175 ("A state agency is charged with interpreting its own rules and
regulations and great deference must be given to the agency's interpretation.”) In this
matter, however, the fire marshal is interpreting the statutes and regulations that are
administered by the Board of Architectural Examiners, rather than the fire marshal itself.
The Chevron doctrine therefore does not apply to the matters at hand.

As a general rule, the Architecture Laws prohibit the practice of architecture by persons
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who are not licensed as an architect under the Architecture Laws. La. R.S. 37:145(A).
The legislature has long recognized, however, that the fields of architecture and
engineering overlap with regard to buildings. Louisiana Revised Statutes 37:155
recognizes this overlap by exempting civil engineers from the prohibition on the
unlicensed practice of architecture:

A. The provisions of this Chapter, except as provided in this Section,
requiring persons 1o be registered and licensed and forbidding the practice
of architecture by unlicensed persons shall not apply to:

* - Ll

(2) Civil engineers licensed in accordance with the terms of R.S. 37:681
through 703 or acts amendatory thereto, if such engineers do not use the
designation “architect” or any term derived therefrom. . . .

La. R.S. 37:155(A)(2). This exemption for civil engineers was present in the original
version of the modern architecture law, enacted in 1972. Acts 1972, No. 69, § 157(2).
Thus, according to La. R.S. 37:155, civil engineers are permitted to practice architecture
without an architecture license, while other engineers are not so permitted. /d.

According to the fire marshal, when a person signs plans as the principal design
professional and submits those plans for approval, that person is engaging in the
practice of architecture. If the principal design professional is an engineer, and uses a
generic seal that simply identifies the engineer as a “licensed engineer,” the fire marshal
has no way of knowing whether or not the engineer is a civil engineer and therefore is
permitted to practice architecture. In other words, the requirement for a discipline-
specific seal by civil engineers submitting plans as the principal design professional is
purportedly necessary to assist the fire marshal in preventing the unlicensed practice of
- architecture by enginee:s who are not listed ac civil 2ngineers.

We look to the definition of the practice of architecture to see whether an engineer who
prepares plans, or subsystem plans, for construction or renovation would be engaging
in the practice of architecture. The legislature re-wrote the definition of the practice of
architecture in 1995 to read as follows:

The "practice of architecture” is the rendering or offering of the services
specified in this Paragraph in connection with the design, construction,
enlargement, or alteration of a building, a group of buildings, or the space
within and surrounding buildings which have human occupancy or
habitation as their principal purpose. Such services shall include the
following: planning, providing preliminary studies, designs, drawings,
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specifications, and other technical submissions; administration of
construction contracts; and the coordination of any element of technical
submissions prepared by others, including but not limited to engineers and
landscape architects, as appropriate. . . .

La. R.S. 37:141(B)(3). Taken alone, this portion of the definition indicates that a
licensed engineer who prepares plans, or subsystem plans, for any buildings or other
structures that have "human occupancy or habitation as their principal purpose” would
be engaging in the practice of architecture. Jjd. Unless the engineer were a civil
engineer, or was also licensed by the Architecture Board, the practice of architecture by
an engineer would be prohibited by La. R.S. 37:154. La. R.S. 37:155. Taken to its
logical conclusion, no engineer, save for a civil engineer, would be permitted to perform
any work in connection with any building or structure primarily intended for human
occupancy or habitation. For example, under this interpretation, a licensed engineer
listed as an electrical engineer would be prohibited by the architecture laws from
designing or preparing plans for an electrical system for a commercial office building or
an apartment building.

One need not reach this conclusion, however, because when it adopted the foregoing
definition of the practice of architecture, the legislature also specifically excluded the
practice of engineering from that definition:

. . . The practice of architecture shall not include the practice of
engineering as defined in R.S. 37:682; however, a registered architect
may perform such engineering work as is incidental to the practice of
architecture.

La. R.S. 37:141(B)(3) (emphasis added). Under this exclusion, any licensed engineer

-can perform-work that might fall within the definition: of the practice-of-architecture, but - -

that work would not be legally classified as the "practice of architecture” as long as that
work could also be classified as the practice of engineering. Using the preceding
example, an electrical engineer can design the plans for the electrical system in an
apartment building, and as long as the design of the electrical system qualifies as the
practice of engineering, the engineer would not be engaging in the practice of
architecture without a license.

It has been suggested that the language excluding the practice of engineering from the
practice of architecture was intended to address only the permitted scope of practice of
an architect, and was not intended to exempt engineers from the architectural licensing
laws. In other words, the portion of the definition that reads "“[tlhe practice of
architecture shall not include the practice of engineering” is only meant to specify that
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architects are not permitted to practice engineering. La. R.S. 37:141(3). That general
rule is then followed by the exception to the rule: "however, a registered architect may
perform such engineering work as is incidental to the practice of architecture.” The
purpose of entire sentence is therefore limited to the creation of an exception to the
engineering laws for architects whose architecture practice can also be classified as
engineering.

This argument ultimately proves unpersuasive. First, such an interpretation would
render the first phrase superfluous. The Engineering Laws already prohibit the practice
of engineering without a license. La. R.S. 37:681. Furthermore, the legisiature could
have simply said that "a registered architect may perform such engineering work as is
incidental to the practice of architecture,” which would have been sufficient to create the
exception. As the courts and this office have long observed, “[a]s a general rule, the
legislature does not enact vain and useless legislation.” Johnston v. Morehouse Parish
Police Jury, 424 So.2d 1053, 1056-57 (La.App. 2 Cir.,1982), citing Staton v. Hulchinson,
370 So0.2d 106 (La.App. 1st Cir.1978).

Second, as discussed above, if we were to interpret the definition as suggested, then
engineers would be prohibited from performing work on any buildings that are intended
for human occupancy, since such work would meet the definition of the practice of
architecture. We find that result to be contrary to actual practice and common sense.
“Judicial construction must aim to attribute reasonable meaning (o an entire statutory
framework and context.” /d., citing McGee v. Police Jury of Caddo Parish, 63 So.2d 153
(La.App. 2d Cir.1953).

Third, our interpretation of the definition of the practice of architecture is consistent with
the reciprocal exemptions existing between the professions of architecture and
engineering. The engineering laws specify that the prohibition of the unlicensed
- practice of engineering does not apply to or prohibit the practice of architecture. La.
R.S. 37:702 (“This Chapter shall not be construed to prevent or affect ... [o]ther
professions or trades including the practice of architecture as defined in [La. R.S.
37:141(3)] . . . .") The rules promulgated by the Engineering Board and by the
Architecture Board each recognize the overlap between the fields of architecture and
engineering, and recognize the existence of reciprocal exemptions. According to the
Engineering Rules:

The board recognizes in the design of buildings and similar structures that
there is overlap between the work of architects and engineers. It is
recognized that an architect who has complied with all of the current laws
of Louisiana relating to the practice of architecture has a right to engage in
some activities properly classifiable as professional engineering insofar as
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it is necessarily incidental to hisfher work as an architect. Likewise, it is
recognized that the professional engineer who has complied with all of the
current laws of Louisiana and is properly licensed has the right to engage
in some aclivities properly classifiable as architecture insofar as it is
necessarily incidental to his/her work as an engineer. . . .

LAC 46.LX1.105. The Architecture Rules contain a nearly identical passage:

It is recognized that in cenain fields of practice there is a broad overlap
between the work of architects and engineers. This is particularly true in
the field of buildings and similar structures. It is recognized that an
architect, who has complied with all of the current laws of Louisiana
relating to the practice of architecture [sic] has a right to engage in
activities properly classifiable as professional engineering insofar as it is
necessarily incidental to his work as an architect. Likewise, it is
recognized that the professional engineer, who has complied with all of
the current laws of Louisiana, and is properly registered in that branch of
engineering for which he may be qualified, has a right to engage in
activities classifiable as architectural insofar as is necessarily incidental to
his work as an engineer, . . .

LAC 46.1:1307(A). The statutory basis for the exemption of architects from the
prohibition on the unlicensed practice of engineering is found both in the engineering
laws and the architecture laws. La. R.S. 37:702; La. R.S. 37:141(3) The slatutory
basis for the exemption of engineers from the prohibition on the unlicensed practice of
architecture is found in our interpretation of the definition of the practice of architecture.
La. R.S. 37:141(3).

it therefere appears to be the intent of the legislature for the professions of engineering -
and architecture to be governed by their respective regulatory schemes, and for neither
profession to be hindered by the fact that their practices may encroach on activities
regulated by the other. By excluding the practice of engineering from the definition of
the practice of architecture, the legislature effectively extended the preexisting
exemption for civil engineers found in La. R.S. 37:155 to all licensed engineers who are
practicing engineering. The practice of architecture without a license issued pursuant to
the Architecture Laws, La. R.S. 37:141, et seq., therefore does not apply to the practice

of engineering by any licensed engineer.

In order to determine whether a licensed engineer who signs building plans or building
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subsystem plans for submission to the fire marshal is exempt from the Architecture
Laws, we must determine whether the engineer is engaging in the practice of
engineering. The practice of engineering is defined in the Engineering Laws as follows:

"Practice of engineering” shall mean responsible professional service
which may include consultation, investigation, evaluation, planning,
designing, or inspection of construction in connection with any public or
private utilities, structures, machines, equipment, processes, works, or
projects wherein the public welfare or the safeguarding of life, health, and
property is concerned or involved, when such professional service
requires the application of engineering principles and the interpretation of
engineering data.

La. R.S. 37: 682(12)(3) As evidenced by this definition, a licensed engineer is deemed
to be practlcmg engineering when he or she plans or designs public or private
structures.® It follows that an engineer is engaging in the practice of engineering when
designing plans or subsystem plans for new construction or renovation that must be
submitted to the fire marshal for approval under La. R.S. 40:1574(A) & (B). The
Architecture Laws do not prohibit an engineer, whether said engineer is listed as a civil
engineer or as any other discipline, from signing plans and specifications for submission
to the fire marshal. Therefore, the prohibition on the unlicensed practice of architecture
set forth in La. R.S. 37:154 does not form any basis for the fire marshal to require the
use of discipline-specific seals by an engineer.

The fire marshal also relies on Section 1307 of the Architecture Rules, cited above, as
authority for the requirement that an engineer be listed in a particular discipline and use
a discipline-specific seal when working on plans for structures intended for human
-occupancy. Specifically, the fire marshal cites the following portion-of that rule:

Likewise, it is recognized that the professional engineer, who has
complied with all of the current laws of Louisiana, and is properly
registered in that branch of engineering for which he may be
qualified, has a right to engage in activities classifiable as architectural
insofar as is necessarily incidental to his work as an engineer.

LAC 46.1:1307 (emphasis added). The fire marshal interprets the highlighted text to

’ The definilion of the practice of architecture refers to “buildings” rather than “structures.” La. R.S.
37:141(B)3. Nevertheiess, the term “structure” is inclusive of the term “building;” in fact, the very
definition of a building is a “structure with walls and a roof, esp. a permanent structure.” Black's Law
Dictionary (8" Ed. 2009).
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limit engineers to practicing those disciplines in which they are listed, and to require the
use of a discipline-specific seal.

Once again, we cannot agree with the fire marshal's interpretation of LAC 46 1:1307.
First, the cited language, by its literal terms, does not limit the practice of an engineer
and does not require the use of a discipline specific seal. Second, every licensed
engineer is listed in one or more particular branches of engineering pursuant to La. R.S.
37:693(A)(2), therefore every licensed engineer would meet that qualifier. Third, LAC
46.1:1307 appears to be intended tc exempt engineers from the architectural rules,
rather than to place additional restrictions on the practice of engineering.

Finally, the Architecture Board does not have the authority to place limitations on the
practice of engineering. The Architecture Board promulgated the foregoing rule in 2003
in accordance with the authority granted by La. R.S. 37:144(C). LAC 46.1:1307. That
statute authorizes the Architecture Board to promulgate rules governing the practice of
architecture:

C. The board shall have the power to adopt and amend such rules and
regulations as are reasonably necessary for the proper performance of its
duties, for carrying out the purposes of this Chapter, for continuing
education, for the regulation of the proceedings before it, and for the
regulation of the practice of architecture under the laws of this state.

La. R.S. 37:144(C). As noted above, the practice of engineering is specifically excluded
from the statutory definition of the practice of architecture. La. R.S. 37:682(12)(a). It
necessarily follows that the Architecture Board is without authority to promulgate rules
regulating the practice of engineering. LAC 46.1:1307 therefore cannot be interpreled to
require a licensed engineer to be listed or properly registered in a particular discipline in
order 10 -engage -in-engineering work that might be clascifiable as the practice of
architecture.

We have concluded that an engineer is not required to be listed in a certain discipline in
order to practice engineering, but only that he be competent to do so. We have aiso
concluded that the prohibition on the practice of architecture without a license issued
pursuant to the Architecture Laws, La. R.S. 37:141, et seq., does not apply to the
practice of engineering by any licensed engineer. We have further concluded that Lt AC
46.1:1307 does not require a licensed engineer to be listed or properly registered in a
particular discipline in order to engage in engineering work that that might be
classifiable as the practice of architecture. [n light of these conclusions, this office is of
the opinion that the fire marshal currently has no authority to require that an engineer be
listed in a particular discipline, or use a discipline-specific seal, in order to sign plans
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and specifications that are submitted to the fire marshal for approval under La. R.S.
40:1574(A) & (B).

We nevertheless acknowledge that the Engineering Laws fail to provide the general
public with consistent objective indicia of an engineer's competence in the areas in
which he or she may legally practice. An engineer is free to practice any discipline in
which he or she may be competent, but there are no objective indicia of competence
outside the discipline in which the engineer is listed. And, as discussed above, an
engineer may, but is not required, to use a discipline-specific seal. As the fire marshal
has correctly pointed out, one cannot determine an engineer's competence if the
engineer uses a generic seal, or if the engineer engages in practice outside of the his or
her listed discipline.

As noted above, there is nothing in the Engineering Laws that would preempt a validly
enacted law, or a validly promulgated rule or emergency rule, requiring a licensed
engineer to be listed in a particular discipline for certain purposes. Our opinion is {imited
to the particular facts presented by your opinion request letter, and the laws and
regulations cited by the fire marshal, La. R.S. 37:155 and LAC 46.1:1307. Qur opinion
that there is no current authority for the fire marshal to require the use of a discipline-
specific seal is based on the lack of any existing law or rule in the Engineering Laws or
the Architecture Laws requiring the use of such seal, since the fire marshal's authority is
based on its duty to ensure that submitied plans comply with ail current laws and rules
of the state. La. R.S. 40:1574(A) & (B).

Nevertheless, we are compelied to observe that the fire marshal is vested with broad
authority for the protection of the public:

The fire marshal shall take all steps necessary and proper to protect life
and property from the hazards of fire and of panic which may arise from
fire or from the threat of fire or explosion.

La. R.S. 40:1563(A). In furtherance of this duty, the fire marshal is authorized to
promulgate rules and regulations as necessary to fulfill its statutory duties:

The fire marshal shall have the authority in order to carry out the purposes
of this Part or any other law for which he is given responsibility for
supervision or enforcement, including but not limited to R.S. 40:1561 et
seq., R.S. 49:148 et seq., R.S. 51:650 et seq., and R.S. 51:911.21 et seq.,
to prepare, adopt, and promulgate rules and regulations in accordance
with the Administrative Procedure Act . . . .
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La. R.S. 40:1563(F). In the interest of public safety, we therefore advise that the fire
marshal is authorized to promulgate rules to enable it to fulfill its duties, and appears to
have the authority to promulgate rules concerning the permitted areas of practice, as
well as the use of a discipline-specific seal, by engineers who sign plans and/or
subsystem plans that are submitted to the fire marshal.®

To clarify time for work on a masters would need to be for a post professional degree. As it stands Tulane,
LSU, La Tech, and UL Lafayette all over the Master of Architecture as the first professionat degree. Don't think
the intent is to create a situation were completing graduate coursework for a first-professional degree could

also be used for CE credit.

On another note it is good to read that work on a historic preservation degree could count for CEU credit. UL
Lafayette is in the approval process for a graduate level certificate in Historic Preservation, which would be

Changes to AIA Continuing Education Requirements

On Dec. 9, 2011, the ATA Board of Directors voted to modify the AIA’s calendar year continuing
education requirements to maintain the professional life-long learning standard. These changes are to
ensure that ALA members master new knowledge and skills to meet the changing requirements of the
profession.

Beginning this year, AIA members will be required to complete 12 hours of HSW education annually;
previously 8 HSW hours were required. The total number of continuing education hours required
remains unchanged at 18 hours, which includes 4 hours of sustainable design (SD) education. The ATA
Board will re-evaluate the SD requirement later this year.

The AIA continually strives for the highest quality and professional standards for architectural
continuing education, and is committed to offering enhanced educational opportunities for members.
Increasing the HSW requirement from 8 to 12 hours per year will raise the level and quality of the
ATA’s continuing education programs and the professional development of architects. Tt sets a higher
standard for continuing educafion that further disfinguishes AIA members. 4.

Additionally, the value and credibility of the AIA’s CES transcript services combined with the increased
HSW requirement enables AIA members to fulfill state licensing requirements for most states.

The new HSW requirement goes into effect January 2012 and AIA members should fulfill their total 18
hours of continuing education during the calendar year.

Self reporting changes

In 2011, the AIA Education Committee closely reviewed our policies and recommended changes to the
self reporting process. Aligning closer with many state licensing boards’ practice, AIA members will no
longer be able to self-reporf HSW courses for credit. Many states will not accept any self-reported
credits for license renewals. AIA members will need to complete HSW credits by taking qualifying
courses from registered AIA CES providers, and the providers will report HSW courses for members to
receive HSW credits.

With the AIA reviewing, approving, and auditing all course content qualifying for HSW, members will
benefit from greater consistency and quality assurance in continuing education. Members can still
self-report credits that they earn, but they will appear as learning units on their transcripts in 2012,
Through January 31, 2012, AIA members will be given a grace period to self-report any remaining
HSW or HSW/SD credits from 2011.

Starting on January 1, 2012, members must attend courses through an AIA CES registered provider to
receive HSW credit on their AIA Discovery transcipt. Providers will be responsible for reporting HSW
credits to be posted to member transcripts. For courses offered by a provider outside the AIA network,
members should work with their state licensing board to determine if courses meet the standards for

health, safety, and welfare education.

A registered architect may combine with a licensed general contractor or a professional engineer in order to
participate in a design-build undertaking whereby the architect prepares plans and specifications through individual
or collective agreements with the owner or contractor in order to meet the owner’s requirements for unified control
in the design and construction services rendered under the following conditions:

{a) That nothing herein shall be construed so as to allow the offering or other performance of any architectural
services by anyone who is not duly licensed as an architect in this state;

(b) That full disclosure is made in writing to the owner as to the duties and responsibilities of each of the
participating parties in such agreements;

{c) The architect shall not furnish any services in such a manner as to enable a contractor, owner or others to perform
architectural services or to evade the public health and safety requirements;

{d) The architect shall not seal drawings, specifications, reports or other professional work which was not pr epaled
by or under the responsible control of the architect.

Contractors, without in-house registrants, offering "design/build" services are in no way
authorized to perform actual architectural, engineering, or landscape architectural services.
Such professional services must be performed by duly qualified registrants in conformity with
the provisions of Tennessee Code Annotated (T.C.A.), Title 62, Chapter 2, and the Board's
Rules of Professional Conduct.

Contractors may offer "design/build" services to the public without having to comply with the firm
disclosure and supervision requirements of T.C.A., Title 62, Chapter 2, Part 6, provided no
"architectural,” "engineering," or "landscape architectural" services are offered in-house. In
such event, any contractor without in-house registrants offering design/build services should
have organized the design team, comprised of Tennessee registered architects, engineers and
landscape architects competent in the work to be performed, prior to the time services are
formally proposed. Additionally, qualified Tennessee registrant(s) shall be involved in any
activity in preparation for or leading to a signed contract. Members of the design team should
be included in any meeting with clients in which the project is discussed.

Any plans, specifications, and/or reports which are part of a proposal, and all subsequent
construction documents, shall be prepared and sealed by the registrani(s) having responsible
charge of the project. Any person offering design/build services should make every effort to
ensure proper coordination of design drawings for the project.
