Mr. Jeff Roesel referred the members to page 4 of the meeting packet for a list of respondents and explained
the purpose of this study is to conduct a corridor analysis along this portion of Range Road in the Hammond area of
Tangipahoa Parish. This study will examine the specific operation conditions of the intersection of Old Covington
Highway and Range Road, land uses and operations or nearby trip generating land uses, and to identify conceptual,
feasible improvements at and adjacent to the intersection that would enhance the safety and operations of all roadway
users of said corridor.
