Mr. Wyman led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Judge Darrell White gave the invocation.  

Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the Minutes of the October 15, 2014, Residential Building Committee Meeting, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

C.
INSURANCE HEARING(S):
Residential Building, Home Improvement, and Mold Remediation; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – La. R.S. 2150–2192, 2186(B)(6), 2189(A)(7) and Rules and Regulations Sec. 1503(D)
D. SMITH CONSTRUCTION, LLC was removed from the Agenda for General Liability only.  

Emma Payne was called to the stand and sworn in to give testimony regarding the documentation of general liability and workers’ compensation and confirmed service for those entities listed on the agenda. 

Quentin Hunter was present on behalf of CORE CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Hunter gave a statement. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to revoke the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, to assess a fine of $500 plus $500 in administrative costs, and allow CORE CONSTRRUCTION MANAGEMENT LLC to re-apply after thirty (30) days. If CORE CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT LLC can provide proof of continuous coverage, the license can be reinstated administratively.  Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.
Derrick Smith was present on behalf of D. SMITH CONSTRUCTION, LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Smith gave a statement. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to revoke the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, assess a fine of $500 plus $500 in administrative costs allowing staff to reinstate the license or registration if proof of no lapse is provided. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed.

No one was present on behalf of Acadian Properties Austin, LLC, Bleker Sr., Terry V., Genbuilt Company Inc., Palm Harbor Villages, Inc., Prime Building Solutions LLC, Redmarque Construction, LLC, Sinks and More LLC, TGLP, Inc., TRV Builders L.L.C., and Williams Contractors & Construction Service, LLC. Ms. Payne reported to the subcommittee that this was the first offense of these companies. Mr. Wyman made a motion to suspend the license or registration of the aforementioned companies and individuals back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, and to assess a fine of $500 plus $500 in administrative costs allowing staff to reinstate the license or registration if proof of no lapse is provided. Ms. Ward seconded, and the motion passed.

1. Accu-Builders, Inc., Baton Rouge, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2158 (A)(2)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Vincent Jones was present on behalf of ACCU-BUILDERS, INC. and was sworn in. Mr. Jones entered a no contest plea. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea, and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Jones gave a statement. Investigator Brent Templet was called to the stand and sworn in. Mr. Templet gave a statement regarding his investigation. Mr. Ward made a motion to revoke the license, to issue a cease and desist, to assess a fine for $1000 plus $1000 in administrative costs, and to allow the company to reapply for a license after a one-year period. Mr. Castjohn seconded, and the motion passed.

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Raymond Clary and John Lambert were present on behalf of DOLPHIN POOLS, INC. and sworn in. Mr. Clary entered a no contest plea. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea and Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Clary gave a statement. Mr. Wyman made a motion to fine DOLPHIN POOLS, INC. $1000 plus $1000 in administrative costs allowing the fine to be waived if licensed within 90 days. Mr. Castjohn seconded. The motion passed.

Reid Huval, New Iberia, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167 (A)

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Reid Huval was present and sworn in. Mr. Huval entered a no contest plea. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Huval gave a statement. Investigator Carl Bourque was called to the stand and sworn in. Mr. Bourque gave a statement regarding his investigation. Ms. Gibson made a motion to fine REID HUVAL $2000 plus $1000 in administrative costs allowing the fine to be reduced to $1000 if license is obtained. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed.

CONSTRUCTION, LLC guilty, to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 administrative costs, and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

Investigator William Valentine was called to the stand and was sworn in. Mr. Valentine reviewed the exhibit packet. Ms. Sims filed the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Melvin L. Combs D/B/A Melvin’s Commercial And Residential Repair guilty, to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 administrative costs, and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Rhodric L. Randle D/B/A Randle’s Home Improvement & Construction guilty, to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 administrative costs, and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Brad Canova was present on behalf of BRAD CANOVA DESIGN & CONSTRUCTION, LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Canova entered a no contest plea. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to accept the plea. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Canova gave a statement. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to fine Brad Canova Design & Construction, LLC $500, to suspend the Home Improvement registration, and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed.

Affordable Construction & Trackhoe Service, LLC, Shreveport, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.2 (A)(1)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of Affordable Construction & Trackhoe Service, LLC. Mr. Valentine was called to the stand. Mr. Valentine, previously sworn in, reviewed the exhibit packet. Ms. Sims filed the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Mr. Castjohn made a motion to find Affordable Construction & Trackhoe Service, LLC guilty, to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 administrative costs, to issue a cease and desist order, and to refer the case to the local district attorney. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.
