Mr. Hassert also introduced Casey Cretsinger a new compliance investigator with LSLBC and Rusty Golbin with the Louisiana Home Builders Association.

INSURANCE HEARINGS:
Residential Building, Home Improvement, and Mold Remediation; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – La. R.S. 2150–2192, 2186(B)(6), 2189(A)(7) and Rules and Regulations Sec. 1503(D)
Applications Supervisor Elaine Riggins was called to the stand, sworn in, and provided testimony regarding the documentation of general liability and workers’ compensation insurance coverage. Ms. Riggins removed A. WILLIAMS ENTERPRISES, INC.; BBS CONSTRUCTION CO.; BUILD NOW, L.L.C.; COLDEWY CORPORATION; COLLIER’S & SONS, INC.; D & S JOHNSON, INC.; DST BUILDERS LLC; EVERYMAN’S CONSTRUCTION, LLC; GEAAR ENTERPRISES, LLC; GOLD LEAF L.L.C.; GORDILLOS SUB-CONTRACTORS LLC; KEPPNER ENTERPRISES INC.; MIKISH CONTRACTORS, LLC; PRECISION BUILDERS AND DESIGN, LLC; ROSALES CONSTRUCTION LLC; SCOTT BUMPUS; SID’S CARPENTRY, L.L.C.; STEED CONSTRUCTION, L.L.C.; THD AT-HOME SERVICES, INC; and TIGER RESTORATION LLC from the agenda.
Ms. Riggins also confirmed service for the remaining entities listed on the agenda. Ms. Riggins confirmed that this is the first violation for these companies except for BOUDREAUX’S CUSTOM WORKS, LLC; CHARLES MITCHELL ELECTRIC, L.L.C. and RONNIE HOWARD CONSTRUCTION, INC., which was their second violation.
Christopher Parker was present on behalf of CHARLES MITCHELL ELECTRIC, L.L.C. and was sworn in. Mr. Parker gave a statement. The board continued this matter to the end of the Insurance Hearings. 
Rodney Johnson was present on behalf of R L JOHNSON CONSTRUCTION GROUP LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Juneau gave a statement and affirmed that there was a lapse in insurance coverage. Mr. Wyman made a motion to suspend the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, assess $250 in administrative cost, to allow the company’s license/registration to be reissued upon proof of insurance coverage and to allow staff to reinstate the license or registration and rescind the fine if proof of no lapse is provided. Mr. Morse seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
Phillip Norris was present on behalf of T & G BUILDERS, INC. and was sworn in. Mr. Norris gave a statement and affirmed that there was a lapse in insurance coverage. Mr. Guidry made a motion to assess $250 in administrative cost and to allow staff to rescind the fine if proof of no lapse is provided. Mr. Wyman seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
No one was present on behalf of BOUDREAUX’S CUSTOM WORKS, LLC and RONNIE HOWARD CONSTRUCTION, INC. Mr. Wyman made a motion to revoke the licenses or registrations of the aforementioned companies back to the date of last insurance coverage for a period of one year, to issue a cease and desist order, and to assess a $500 fine plus $500 in administrative cost,. Mr. Morse seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Guidry seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
Christopher Parker was present on behalf of CHARLES MITCHELL ELECTRIC, L.L.C. and was previously sworn in. Mr. Parker provided an email to staff showing proof of workers’ compensation coverage but was pending the actual insurance certificate. Mr. Wyman made a motion to suspend the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, assess $250 in administrative cost, to allow the company’s license/registration to be reissued upon proof of insurance coverage and to allow staff to reinstate the license or registration and rescind the fine if proof of no lapse is provided.
