Board requested Mark Brister’s stipulation be transcribed and included in the minutes:

Mark Brister Stipulation agreed to verbally under oath at the meeting of the Auctioneers Licensing Board on Tuesday, January 13, 2015.

Anna Dow:  Mark Brister, you have requested this Board issue you an Auction Business license and one has been issued to you today. There is no hindrance for that fact.  Do you want to retain your Business license?  
Mark Brister: Yes
Anna Dow: Part of this deal is that you are going to pay a fine. Instead of the fine in the original judgment of $2500 it’s going to be $4,000 to be paid by January 13, 2016.  Do you understand that?  
Mark Brister: I do

Anna Dow:  That you are going to retain the services of a CPA who will manage all of your records regarding your escrow account and that he will provide copies of those records as described herein to the Board on a monthly basis.
Mark Brister:  I do
Anna Dow:  That you will understand that one bounced check, one lack of failure to provide records, another complaint during this one year period from today, could result in an indefinite suspension if nothing else.
Mark Brister:  I do
Anna Dow:  You will not appeal the previous ruling and that matter is considered concluded as of today.
Mark Brister:  I do
Anna Dow:  That you are going to make sure that Cross Keys Bank is paid and that a provision is made to notify us of that fact.  How soon?
Darlene Jacobs:  I think by the next meeting in March.
Mark Brister:  I do
Anna Dow: And that probation will expire, it will be extended until January 13, 2016. Also at the January meeting of 2016, I would ask this be placed on the agenda and that you appear and the Board make a decision at that time whether it wishes to release you from that probation or whether it needs to be extended.
Mark Brister: Correct, I do
Side discussion about renewing his individual auctioneer’s license
Anna Dow:  As of today, there are no pending NSF checks with regard to your auction.
Mark Brister:  Right
Anna Dow:  That you have no other lawsuits or complaints against you regarding your auction.
Mark Brister:  There’s not
Anna Dow:  And that you have paid Mr. Green in full.
Mark Brister:  yes ma’am
Anna Dow:  And that you are not in violation of any other state or federal laws, rules and regulations of the Board.
Mark Brister:  Correct
