LOUISIANA AUCTIONEERS LICENSING BOARD

GUIDELINES FOR APPRENTICE AUCTIONEERS

AUCTIONEERS QUALIFICATIONS FOR TRAINING APPRENTICE:

1. Must be a Louisiana resident licensed auctioneer for a minimum of three (3) years.

2. Must have an established auction business conducting auctions on at least a bimonthly rotation.

3. Must have a working knowledge of different types of auctions. i.e. auction house, real estate, estates, construction equipment, farm equipment, liquidations, charitable and government auctions.

4. Must have a general knowledge of Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Law.

5. Any licensed Louisiana resident who has an apprentice auctioneer at this time will be allowed to continue to train the apprentice until training is complete.

6. Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board would prefer the auctioneer training the apprentice be a graduate of auction school holding an accreditation with Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board.

APPRENTICE TRAINING:

1. Must have worked in the auction business for minimum of six (6) months prior to enrolling into an apprenticeship under a Louisiana residence Licensed Auctioneer.

2. Have a minimum of a high school diploma or equivalent certification.

3. Must be a Louisiana Resident.

4. Must have training in the following areas of the auction business:

A. Have training in proper bid calling chant.  

B. Taking consignments, assign lot numbers and related paperwork.

C. Establishing reserve on consignments.

D. Working as an auction ring man.

E. Writing sale tickets.

F. Clerking auction and all related paper work.

G. Closing out and balancing auctions.

H. Collecting and remitting sales taxes to proper government entities.

I. Training and have a working knowledge of Trust Bank Accounts.

J. Settlements, closeout and payments to consignors.

K. Placing advertisements in print, radio and TV.

5. Must have a working knowledge Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Law.

6. Must post a $10,000.00 payment bond with Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board.

7. Must pass an extensive written exam to obtain license.

8. Apprentice must work at least twelve (12) months and work at least ten (10) auctions in a twelve month period.
