CONSENT JUDGMENT

AS TO FINDINGS OF FACT AND TO VIOLATIONS OF STATUTE

The Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board, hereinafter the Board, by and through its

Chairman, pursuant to authorization given by the Board in open meeting, and BRYAN

HAMMOCK individually and on behalf of METAIRIE AUCTIONS, Respondents, agree to the

following:

An auction was held on October 18, 2015, in Metairie, Louisiana, allegedly by Metairie

Auctions and you. An investigation has revealed that you were not present at the auction. There

was no evidence that Metairie Auctions had any involvement in the auction itself. There were a

number of business entities which were represented at the auction and which advertised in some

form that they conducted the auction. These included Classic Auction Sales, Classic Sales,

Centurian Auctions, and other names. None of these names identify licensed individuals.

However, Metairie Auctions did pay sales tax on this auction.

Mr. Hammock filed for a renewal of his Louisiana auctioneers license for the calendar year

2015. In that renewal he stated that he was still licensed with the State of Virginia. However, upon

investigation of the original complaint, identified as Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board v. Bryan

Hammock, et al., Docket Number 15-012, it was learned that Mr. Hammock’s Virginia auctioneers

licensed lapsed in March of 2014. As such, that statement was untrue. However, Mr. Hammock did

eventually renew his Virginia license, which upon renewal became effective as of the date of the

Louisiana renewal in 2015.

The Board therefore is of the opinion that Respondents violated the following section of

the Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Act (the Act).

1. Aiding and abetting an unlicensed auction house.

LSA-R.S. 37:3121 (A) (8) states that the board may refuse to issue or may

suspend, revoke, or impose probationary or other restrictions on any license issued

under this Chapter for any of the following causes:. . . (8) Aiding or abetting a

person to evade the provisions of this Chapter or knowingly combining or

conspiring with an unlicensed person or acting as an agent, partner, associate or

otherwise, of an unlicensed person with intent to evade provisions of this Chapter.

2. Efforts to deceive or defraud the public.

LSA-R.S. 37:3121 (A) (4) states that the board may refuse to issue or may

suspend, revoke, or impose probationary or other restrictions on any license issued

under this Chapter for any of the following causes:. . . (4) Efforts to deceive or

defraud the public.

3. Deceit or perjury before the Board.

LSA-R.S. 37:3121 (A)(2) states that the board may refuse to issue or may

suspend, revoke, or impose probationary or other restrictions on any license issued

under this Chapter for any of the following causes:;. . . (2) Deceit or perjury in

obtaining any certificate or license issued under this Chapter.

The Board wishes to dispense with the need of a hearing and to conclude this proceeding

without further delay and expense, for the purpose of this proceeding only. The Respondents

agree to the facts as stated above, and has agreed to the penalty to be paid as follows:

The Board is authorized to impose various forms of discipline. The Board and

Respondents have agreed to the following penalties:

Respondents will accept a one year suspension of their Louisiana licenses commencing

May 10, 2016.

Respondents will agree to pay a $1,000.00 fine and $2,986.59 in costs over time to be

paid in total by May 10, 2017.

They will submit renewal applications after May 10, 2017, but before December 31,

2017, for their 2017 licenses, and pay $150 plus $75 and $300 plus $75 for reinstatement of the

licenses listed above. If Respondents do not seek 2017 licenses, then costs will be determined by

the Board according to statute and regulations.

Respondents admit that the conduct as set forth above, constitutes violations of the

Auctioneer Licensing Laws and Regulations, although Respondents do not concede that such

events occurred as stated. Respondents acknowledge said laws and regulations and states that he

and his auction will comply with all applicable laws and regulations from this point forward.

Respondents have been advised of their right to be represented by counsel before the Board and

to appear at any hearing and present evidence and witnesses on behalf of himself and his auction.

He waives this right and his right to appeal, along with the right of his auction and he states

affirmatively that he has been afforded all administrative remedies due him and his auction under

the law. Respondents agree to the foregoing findings of fact and the findings of violations of the

Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Law. Respondents agree to the penalties noted herein.

Respondents also waive any Notice of Noncompliance.

Respondents do hereby waive his right to a hearing before the Board, to the presenting of

evidence and witnesses on behalf of Respondents, to the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of

Law in this case, and to judicial review of the consent judgment.

Respondents hereby represent that they fully understand the meaning and intent of this

Consent Judgment, including but not limited to its final and binding effect. Respondents further

represent that they have voluntarily entered into this Consent Judgment and that no other promise

or agreement of any kind has been made to or with him or his auction by any person whatsoever

to cause the execution of this instrument. Further, Respondents understand that the sanctions set

further in this Consent Judgment do not prevent the Board from taking further disciplinary or

enforcement action against Respondents on matters not specifically addressed in this Consent

Judgment.

WHEREFORE, the Louisiana Auctioneers Licensing Board and Respondent agree that

Respondents will, due upon the signing of this Consent Judgment; and that the Consent

Judgment will not become effective unless and until it is accepted and signed by and on behalf of

the Board. Should the Board not accept and sign this Consent Judgment, it is agreed that the

presentation of this matter to the Board shall not prejudice the Board or any of its members, staff,

attorneys or representatives from further participation, consideration or resolution of any further

proceedings herein.
