COMPLIANCE HEARING:

Jamie Anderson was requested by the Board to appear for a compliance hearing based upon information obtained through the application process. 
Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Jimmy Guillory and unanimously carried, to offer Ms. Anderson a Consent Agreement and Order to include the following stipulations: successful completion of the open book examination within 90 days, 5 hours of continuing education on ethics to be completed within 6 months (requires pre-approval), 5 hours of continuing education on duties and responsibilities in the profession to be completed within 6 months (requires pre-approval), public reprimand, notification to NPDB-HIPDB, LSHA, SPALS, and publication by LBESPA.

Steve Harris provided information on HB 626, HB 1227, and SB560.  Mr. Harris will contact Ayn Stehr through LSHA and SPALS and note that the Board opposes all three bills, but more specifically that HB 1227 and SB560 can hurt the Board’s operations to protect consumers.

Respondent submitted a counter offer of the terms of the Consent Agreement and Order that the Board issued to her.  The Board will consider adjusting the terms; however, a determination of legal costs to date must be considered before a decision can be made.

Upon denial of an application, whether initial or renewal, the Board must send a letter of notice of the denial and allow applicant or licensee 30 days to request a Compliance Hearing in writing.  If the applicant or licensee does not appear for a Compliance Hearing, the license cannot be issued or renewed until the matter has been resolved.  If this matter is not resolved, a denied application is reportable to the National Practitioner Data Bank and the HealthCare Integrity and Protection Data Bank (NPDB-HIPDB).
RULES, REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES:
The Board discussed adding the suggested language by Theresa Rodgers to Rule 113, as well as defining cooperating program.  Changes were made to Rule 127.L.4, 127.M.5, and the new Rule 127.M.7. was omitted.  Rules revisions will be discussed further at the June 10, 2010 board meeting.
Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Jimmy Guillory and unanimously carried, to adjourn the meeting at 4:37 p.m.
