III.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES  
A.
Board Meeting April 7, 2011
The Board reviewed the minutes from the April 7, 2011 Board meeting.  Motion was made by Dr. Levy to accept the minutes as presented, seconded by Dr. Prejean, and passed unanimously by voice vote.  
IV.
FINANCIAL MATTERS AND CONTRACTS


A.
Financial Reports – March and April 2011
Ms. Parrish presented the financial reports for the months of March and April 2011 for review.  Motion was made by Dr. Landry to approve the financial reports as presented, seconded by Dr. Levy, and passed unanimously by voice vote.  
B.
Budget Forecast FY2011; Certificate of Deposit Investment Authority to Purchase – Ms. Parrish presented a budget forecast for FY2011 for review and discussion.  Revenues were at 102% of budgeted through April 2011.  Overages in budget totals on specific expense items were defined, which included increase in internet access due to switch to DSL, postage hikes, elimination of VTNE administration fees due to computerized testing, increase in computer maintenance/installation for new hardware and upgraded programming, and decrease in CD interest rates.  Ms. Parrish stated that FY2011 Board budget should be close to target.  No action was taken on this item.

Ms. Parrish presented a spreadsheet listing purchases of certificates of deposit (CDs) for FY2011 with accrued interest.  Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry, to authorize Ms. Parrish, Executive Director, in association with the Board Secretary-Treasurer elect, Dr. Green, to make internal fund transfers for the purchase of CDs during FY2012.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
C.
Compliance Questionnaire for Audit Engagement – The Board reviewed the compliance questionnaire for the engagement of the auditor for the FY2011 audit to be performed after June 30, 2011.  The compliance questionnaire answers general questions relative to the Board’s actions during the fiscal year.  Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry to approve the compliance questionnaire as presented.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Renewal Statistics (FY2006 through FY 2010) – Ms. Parrish presented statistics on renewal of licenses, registrations and certificates from FY2006 through FY 2010 for review.  No action was taken on this item.

1.   Final Rules 705 L, 1105 E-F – Prescribing and Dispensing Drugs, Preceptorship Program Applicant Waiver and Evaluation - Effective June 20, 2011.

C.
Practice Act and Rules/Related Matters/Declaratory Statements – 
1.
Act 764 of the 2010 LA Legislative Session – The Board discussed the Notice to All CAETs and Veterinarians, dated April 7, 2011 regarding Act 764 of the 2010 LA Legislative Session, effective June 30, 2010, as well as communications received from interested parties.  Act 764 states "euthanasia by intracardiac injection on cats and dogs shall be prohibited unless the animal is unconscious or rendered completely unconscious and insensitive to pain through the injection of an anesthetic."  After further consideration, motion was mady by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to permit the use of the non-controlled drug Domitor (medethomidine) to be added to the list of non-controlled drugs (Rompun and Acepromezine) which can be used by a CAET for pre-euthanasia restraint.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
2. Collaborative Practice – The Board discussed the Notice to All Veteriarians, dated April 7, 2011 regarding Collaborative Practice, as well as communications received from interested parties.  After further consideration, motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to pursue rulemaking authority to amend and clarify existing rules to read "Collaborative practice or treatment may be performed by a layperson (a person not licensed, registered, or certified by the LBVM) on the order or prescription of a Louisian licensed, supervising veterinarian and can be performed only under such supervising veterinarian’s direct supervision. Direct supervision means the supervising veterinarian must be on the premises where the collaborative practice or treatment is being performed and is directly responsible for the on-going evaluation and/or diagnosis. A lay person (a person not licensed, registered, or certified by the LBVM) cannot perform surgery, on-going evaluation and/or diagnosis, prognosis, or prescribe treatment, medicines, or appliances. The supervising veterinarian will be held accountable for the proper diagnosis and treatment of the animal, including the work delegated to the layperson." 
Motion passed by majority vote as follows:  Aye – Drs. Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Green, Nay – Dr. Landry 

3.   Bovine Artificial Insemination (AI) and Palpation by a Non-Veterinarian - The Board discussed this matter and after consideration, motion was made by Prejean, seconded by Levy, that a person not licensed as a veterinarian in Louisiana may perform the collection of semen for quality evaluation for processing/freezing and the non-surgical impregnation with frozen embryos on bovine owned by another person for a fee as there is no required certification by the Board to perform this specific accepted livestock management service; however, "palpation" for reproductive purposes on an animal owned by another person is a diagnostic procedure which must be performed by a veterinarian licensed by the Board.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.
4. Preceptorship Program Issues – The Board discussed current rules and procedures in fulfilling the Preceptorship Program requirements, as well as preceptorship status (full/limited) of stand-alone, after-hours emergency clinics.  
Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Levy, to pursue rulemaking authority to amend existing rules to now allow a maximum of 12 hours per day as “week in training”, with repetition of the “week(s) in training” at the same approved preceptorship site to be repeated for those preceptees who do not meet the minimum of 40 hours per week for each “week in training”, conditioned on a revised Preceptorship Agreement for the make-up week(s) to be submitted to the Board office at least 2 weeks prior to the proposed make-up dates, and related matters.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Prejean that all stand-alone, after-hours emergency clinics be granted Limited Preceptorship site approval.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

5. 
 Intra/Nasal Bordatella Vaccination by a Non-Veterinarian - The Board discussed the query regarding the legality of "Red Cross Certified Counselors administering the Intra-nasal Bordatella vaccine upon the signed guardian’s request" at Camp Bow Wow's Day Dare and Boarding facility.  After consideration, motion was made by Levy, and seconded by Prejean, that 1) based on the administration of the vaccine upon the arrival of the animal is not effective to protect the animal at the time of presentation, nor for a period of time thereafter, with regards to the boarding and day care business objective; and 2) with the administration of the Intra-nasal vaccine (as with any vaccine) there exists the potential presentation of side effects and/or anaphylactic reactions that are clearly demonstrated in the literature for the Intra-nasal route, as well as the sub-Q route for which a veterinarian has the education and training to address such side effects and/or anaphylactic reactions under the standard of care for the provision of veterinary medicine, that only a veterinarian may legally administer the Intra-nasal Bordetella vaccine, as well as any other drug, medicine, vaccine, over-the-counter vitamin or herb in the scenario presented.  Motion passed by unanimous vote.  

  

6.   Temporary Lead CAET Status - The Board discussed this matter and after consideration, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Prejean, that no legal authority exists for granting Temporary Lead CAET status.  Motion passed by unanimous vote. 

VI.
ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEEDINGS
A.
Case 06-1026D – (11:00a.m.) – Request for Termination of Agreement - 
Motion was made by Dr. Landry to go into executive session to discuss the character and professional reputation issues of the licensee, as well as compliance with an agreement entered into with the Board, seconded by Dr. Levy, and passed unanimously by voice vote.
Upon conclusion of discussion, motion was made to return to regular session by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Landry, and approved unanimously by voice vote.  
VII.
CAET COURSE/PROGRAM REVISION UPDATE
A.  Dr. Landry presented information regarding proposed educational revisions to the CAET course/program to be effective August 2011.
Motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Levy to teach permissible euthanasia procedures consistent with Act 764 of 2010, and the Board’s Notice to all veterinarians and CAETs, dated April 7, 2011, and that subsequent CAET course/programs be presented by the Board approximately 3-4 times per year at various sites throughout the state as needed, each program with a minimal number of applicants to financially justify holding the course with a maximum of 30 participants per course.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to adopt the proposed Release, Waiver and Hold Harmless for Inherent Risks and Assumption of Risk to be utilized immediately for CAET course/program participants, instructors and host sites.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry, to promulgate rule changes to repeal Temporary CAET certification.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry, to approved proposed letters dismissing services of previous contracted veterinarian for CAET course/program trainer, as well as discontinuation of LSU-SVM as host site for CAET course/program.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Landry, to approve contracting of videographer for August 2011 CAET course/program with recorded DVDs to be utilized in future course/programs throughout the year and throughout the state as needed.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Green, to allow Ms. Parrish to purchase a video projector to assist in presentation material for the CAET course/program, with final purchase approval by Dr. Landry.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to delegate authority to Dr. Landry to determine the location and related matters regarding the upcoming August 1, 2011 course program.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

DVM APPLICANT ISSUES
A. Jessica Fine, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 2003 graduate of Colorado State University School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Colorado.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Fine, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement upon verification of licensure in another state as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
B. Melissa Upchurch, DVM – Request for Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2010 graduate of Auburn University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Pennsylvania and Alabama.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Upchurch, motion was made by Dr. Landry seconded by Dr. Levy to approve waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
C. Laura Riggs, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 2001 graduate of University of Tennessee College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Tennessee, Georgia and South Carolina.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Riggs, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement upon verification of licensure in another state as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
D. Brian Saathoff, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1998 graduate of Texas A&M University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in California and Texas.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Saathoff, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
E. Hanna Leigh Cavender, DVM – Request for Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2010 graduate of LSU School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Texas.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Cavender, motion was made by Dr. Landry seconded by Dr. Levy to approve waiver of preceptorship requirement upon verification of licensure in another state as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

F. April Ulmer, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 2001 graduate of Mississippi State College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Mississippi and South Carolina.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Ulmer, motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

G. Beth L. Riley, DVM – Request for Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2009 graduate of LSU School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Virginia and North Carolina.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Riley, motion was made by Dr. Levy seconded by Dr. Green to approve waiver of preceptorship requirement upon verification of licensure in another state as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
H. Laurence Galle, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1992 graduate of Mississippi State University School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Florida, Alabama and Mississippi.   Following review of the additional documentation submitted by Dr. Galle, motion was made by Dr. Landry seconded by Dr. Levy to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for the required periods of time immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 
I. Jacqueline Broome, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1988 graduate of Auburn University School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Mississippi.  Based on information submitted and reviewed, the Board is inclined to grant the waiver requests; however, such is conditioned on the submission and review of further information on behalf of applicant necessary for licensure in Louisiana, such as prior national examination scores and compliance with Louisiana license criteria.
