OLD BUSINESS

In-Service Training Program Update

Mr. Wertz presented an update of the In-Service Training Program.  Chief Leger (In-Service Committee Chairman) updated the Council members on the Committee meetings.  Sheriff Wiley addressed “mandatory” 
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requirements to ensure consistency in training.  Chief Leger stated the Committee will make recommendations concerning mandatory requirements and penalties.  At the request of POST Staff, Chief Leger made a motion to require Learning Management System registration to be eligible for the POST Basic Exam as of July 1, 2013. Sheriff Prator seconded the motion and the motion passed.
North Delta Regional Training Academy – Accreditation Progress
Ms. Taylor reported to the Council the North Delta Regional Training Academy had completed all necessary requirements to be recommended for accreditation.  After some discussion, Chief Leger made a motion to grant POST Academy accreditation to the North Delta Regional Training Academy.  Sheriff Prator seconded the motion and the motion passed.

NEW BUSINESS

Request to attend POST Firearms Instructor School – Michael Anderson, SAC, FBI – New Orleans Division

Sheriff Wiley recommended to the Council members that the FBI Instructors be allowed to participate in the upcoming POST Firearms Instructor School, but not be eligible to achieve POST Firearms Instructor Certification.  After some discussion, Sheriff Prator made a motion to invite the FBI Instructors to attend the Firearms Curriculum week without participation in POST Firearms Instructor Qualification Day and without POST Firearms Instructor Certification.  Chief Leger seconded the motion and the motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Sheriff Wiley requested the Council members consider adding an “Active Shooter” curriculum to the POST Basic Requirements.  After some discussion, Sheriff Prator made a motion for POST Staff to research existing curriculums and training requirements for presentation at the next scheduled Council meeting.  Major Falcon seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Sheriff Wiley called for any Other Business, none was heard.

Sheriff Prator made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Thompson seconded the motion and the motion passed.
